CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Brown, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception of Senator Hargraves who was excused. ASISU Idaho Falls Vice President Noah House, Matt Spenser, Dr. Kreibel, Finance Committee Chair Zane Mickelsen, and Tom Briggs were present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. Knapp/Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  

Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him time in the agenda this evening. He wanted to discuss the events that happened in Boise this past week. He felt like it was a successful event. He was able to testify before both education committees. He spoke on a statewide scholarship. President Vailas reported to JFAC last week. There seems to be some progress in Governor Otter’s plan. The ELC vote failed. Matt Lovell has been doing a great job in Boise. President Sargent read a letter from Paul Bubb. Bubb wanted to thank all of the students that have been attending athletics and thank them for the support they have been showing for athletics. There are two home games this week. President Sargent informed the senate that he vetoed Resolution # 450. He encouraged the senate to hold a referendum. He also encouraged some consistency among the senate. He felt that with any increase to student dollar fees, there should be a referendum. He felt that it was important for the senate to establish a capital fund project this year. He encouraged the senate to define a process that outlines the rules of the game for the reed gym expansion project. He wanted a clear set process for approving a capital project. He took some questions from the senators. President Sargent met with President Vailas on this issue. President Vailas suggested a 2/3 vote from the senate or a student advisory vote in order for this project to pass. President Sargent informed the senate that Todd Itami was his appointment for the Arts and Sciences Senator. Some senators were concerned with this appointment. President Sargent informed the senate that he supported Todd because he was qualified and had experience with ASISU. Todd Itami justified himself holding two jobs within ASISU. President Sargent thought that the senate was just critiquing what other parts of ASISU were doing. He felt that senate was not being very active with other important issues. President Sargent informed the senate that he will be proposing a few new things, such as changing the structure of the finance committee. 
Some time was yielded to Zane Mickelsen, Finance Committee Chair. He informed the senate that the fundraising loan that they had approved was a success. He congratulated the Disciples of the Lord College Fellowship on their success. He felt that this issue was of particular importance because clubs are the reason for ASISU. He addressed the club funding issue. The club funding amount has been continually decreasing. There are 140 clubs registered this year. He expects that 140 clubs will apply for club funding. The finance committee has been looking into this issue to decide what they should do about this. The finance committee recommends to the senate that they reallocate $.32 from full time and part time students from the student government line item account to club funding. This would contribute about $11,000 for club funding. MOVE TO TRANSFER $.32 FROM BOTH FULL TIME AND PART TIME STUDENTS FROM THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT LINE ITEM TO CLUB FUNDING. Borrowman/ Bell. Discussion occurred. Some senators expressed some concern with passing this budget tonight. Discussion occurred. The university budgets are due on February 9. ASISU will not be hiring another Administrative Assistant so there will be some extra money available to be moved around. Previous called. A vote was taken. With a unanimous vote, MOTION CARRIED. Mickelsen wanted to remind the senate that they will be starting CEASAR Funding workshops in February.
CHAIR REPORT
Brown acknowledged a finalist for the fiscal officer position. She addressed the issue with campus computer system. 
GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER

Tom Briggs addressed the senate with the referendum issue. He was able to collect 250 signatures within a few hours from students who wanted a referendum held. 
Todd Itami informed the senate that he held a productive focus group a few hours ago. He is going to try to have another focus group in the future.

Senator Borrowman reported on Faculty Senate. Dr. DeJesus needs someone to sit on the ERP committee. Dr. Vailas addressed faculty senate. If you would like the details, please contact Senator Borrowman. 

Senator Bollinger wanted to remind everyone that this Saturday is the Jazz Festival. 

Lowell Richards wanted to update everyone on the ASISU office. Hanna Long will be leaving February 7. Natosha will be returning temporarily full-time. 

Senator Bloom informed everyone that student of the month applications were in the ASISU office.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO DEFINE SPECIAL ELECTION PROCEDURES

ARTICLE VIII: ASISU ELECTION PROCEDURES
Section 9: 
Special Elections

Clause 1: 
The Student Senate may submit any proposed legislation to a vote of the Association during a general election or a special referendum election.

Clause 2: 
The Election Board shall be responsible for conducting special elections, or referendums, in accordance with applicable election guidelines.

Clause 3: 
A simple majority of all votes cast shall be sufficient to pass legislation. provided, however, that at least fifteen (15) percent of the entire association has voted. 
Clause 4:
Referendum results shall be effective immediately unless a petition is filed with the Supreme Court according to Article I, Section 12, Clause 5 of these By-Laws within two (2) business days of the official announcement of the election results by the Election Board.  

A. If a petition is filed with the Supreme Court, their ruling will be binding.

B. No other governing body shall have jurisdiction over special election results.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS RESOLUTION IS TO CREATE A CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND.  
WHEREAS: There is need for an organized method to accumulate funds designated for projects beneficial to students at Idaho State University.

WHEREAS: There may be an excess of funds from year to year due to fluctuation in student enrollment creating a surplus of student government funds in ASISU.

WHEREAS: There are student bond monies that are collected each year.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED: That the Capital Projects Fund be created as a new line item from surplus in ASISU funds and five dollars in student bond monies per student per semester.

MOVE TO APPROVE RESOLUTION #451. Olson/ Itami. Discussion occurred. A friendly amendment by Senator Knapp to add to line 5 after surplus of to add “student government”. Amendment accepted. Some senators were concerned with asking Dr. Vailas about this resolution. Dr. Kreibel addressed this issue. Dr. Kreibel informed the senate that he thought it was a good idea to request the funds. He did not think that there was some pool of money for them to reallocate money from. There is a central pool of money that is for the institution as a whole. The senate would be asking for this money as a request. That does not guarantee that they will receive the money. President Sargent agreed to talk to President Vailas about this issue. President Sargent thought that a capital project funds was a good idea. Some others thought that it was unrealistic to fund the Reed Gym Expansion Project in this way. In the previous year, Matt Hobson vetoed the resolution because it was past President Gallauger’s budget approval deadline. Senator Knapp informed the senate that she thought that they have a right to ask for these funds. Senator Fredrickson informed the senate that last year Ken Prollo told the senate that they could do whatever they wanted to with the bond dollars. Senator Stoddard thought that there should be two resolutions made. A vote was taken. With 10 yes votes and 8 no votes, MOTION CARRIED.

MOVE TO APPROVE RESOLUTION #452. Knapp/ Fredrickson. Discussion occurred. A friendly amendment by Senator Stone to strike on line 9 “the” and “Student Senate” and strike on line 10 “and represent the majority vote of the student body” and add a period after Reed Gym Option 2. Also to add after that “The results of such an advisory vote shall be binding. Be it further resolved, the results will be included in the 2007-2008 ASISU financial budget request”. Amendment accepted. Friendly by Senator Obi to include the revised constitution. Amendment fails. A friendly amendment by Senator Emile to add to line 7 ASISU and a period. Amendment accepted. A friendly amendment by Senator Bollinger to add “Should the vote fail, the senate will revisit the issue” after the Senator Stone’s friendly amendment. Amendment accepted. Discussion occurred on how to limit the rumors about the project. Senator Young felt that the senate should come up with a neutral written document stating what option 2 is all about.  Senator Stone was concerned with why the senate had to revisit this issue again. Senator Bollinger thought that one thing that the senate could do if this fails is fine tune the plans or let the funds accumulate for a better project. President Sargent informed the senate that they have the opportunity with this vote to bring the Reed Gym Project to the students as a whole. He felt that doing nothing was not a good idea because of inflation and increasing construction costs. Construction costs were addressed. Bonding dollars were also discussed. A friendly amendment by Senator Mattern to strike line 11 “the senate will revistit issue”. Amendment withdrawn. A friendly amendment by Senator Young to strike “Should the vote fail, the senate will revisit the issue” and to add “If a vote of no occurs on option 2 by the students, the ASISU senate will approve a project by April 2, 2007”. Amendment accepted. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Young/ Borrowman. A vote was taken. With a majority of no votes, MOTION FAILS. Discussion occurred. Previous called. A vote was taken. With a vote of 17 yes votes and 1 no vote, MOTION CARRIED.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO DEFINE THE MEMBERSHIP AND PURPOSE OF THE SENATE FINANCE COMMITTEE.

ARTICLE IV: FINANCIAL AFFAIRS
Section 1:
Finance and Budget Committee Senate Fiscal Authority

Clause 1:
The Finance Committee shall be the advisory and recommendatory body of the Student Senate on all matters of finance involving ASISU funds.



Clause 1:      
The Senate has sole authority to approve ASISU funded budgets of student government operations, operation groups, projects, student services, and activity groups and publications.
Clause 2: 
Senate Finance Officer





A.
The Senate Finance Officer shall be a student appointed by the President and confirmed by the majority of the entire Senate.





B.
Powers and Duties






1.
To provide advice and assistance to the Senate Finance Committee and to act for the Finance Committee when the Senate is not in session.






2.
To be in charge of the annual budget process for the parts of the Association over which the Senate has sole authority.






3.
To ensure that student services and operation groups stay within their budgets.






4.
To be responsible for other financial matters as are assigned to him/her by the President, Senate or the Senate Finance Committee.





5.
To aid with fee hearings.



Clause 3: 
Senate Finance Committee



A. 
The Senate Finance Committee shall be the advisory and recommendatory body of the Student Senate on all matters involving ASISU funds.




B.
The Senate Finance Committee shall be composed of the Senate Finance Officer, seven (7) Senators, the ASISU President and the Executive Vice President.





C.
The Senate Finance Committee shall meet at the call of the Senate Finance Officer. Five (5) members shall constitute a quorum.





D.
Functions and Powers






1.
The committee shall participate in budget hearings conducted by the Senate Finance Officer to allocate revenues to student activities and services, and report to the Senate a recommended annual budget for the Association.

2. All new appropriations of funds for Association activities and modifications to annual appropriations under the sole authority of the Senate, shall be presented to the Senate Finance Committee for its consideration, and shall then forwarded to the ASISU Senate for final action.
Section 2: Reporting 

Clause 4:
Negative Balances
C.
The investigation and recommendation of negative accounts must be completed by the Senate Finance Committee and sent to the Student Senate within five (5) working days of receiving written notice from the Fiscal Officer.

Section 3:
Annual Budget
Clause 2:
The Senate Finance Committee shall prepare and submit to the Senate the proposed budget that may be accepted, rejected, or amended in whole, in part, or by line item.  The budget must be balanced in accordance with enrollment estimates.

Clause 3:
Unencumbered balances, except for the Capital account in the Senate’s, Program Board’s, and Student Organization’s budgets at the end of the fiscal year (after June 30) shall either be reapportioned to the account or transferred back to the Revenue and Transfer Account upon recommendation of the Senate Finance Committee and the approval of the Senate.  Balance in the Capital account in the aforementioned budgets will be transferred to a capital account.

Clause 4:
The ASISU Student Senate shall not act upon any financial requests unless the Senate Finance Committee makes an official recommendation.  Exceptions shall be granted with a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the Senate in the case of an emergency when an appeal is made to the Senate by the requesting individual or organization.

Section 4:     
Eligibility
Clause 1:
All groups or organizations that request line item funding must be:

C.
Approved by the Senate before submitting a request for funding to the Senate Finance Committee.
D.
Follow procedures and guidelines set by the Senate Finance Committee.

Section 5:
Student Organization Registration


Clause 1:

All student organizations must register with the Student Organization Coordinator each year by the third Friday of the academic school year.

A. If an organization does not register by this deadline, their funds will be inactive until they both register with the Student Organization Coordinator, attend the Financial Workshops, and come before the Senate Finance Committee to ask for their funds to be activated.
Section 6:
Funding Information Accountability

Clause 3:
Two (2) C.E.A.S.A.R. funding workshops will be conducted by the ASISU Senate Finance Officer Finance Committee Chair and/or Fiscal Officer.  The purpose of these workshops will be to inform clubs of the C.E.A.S.A.R. funding process.  These workshops will be held in the academic spring semester prior to the C.E.A.S.A.R. budget hearings conducted by the Senate Finance Committee.  The meeting place(s) and time(s) will be posted in the ASISU Office.

Clause 4:
Line Item and C.E.A.S.A.R. funding application deadlines and hearings will be scheduled by the Senate Finance Committee to allow sufficient time for research. 

Section 7:
C.E.A.S.A.R. (Club Efforts Are Supplemented and Rewarded) Funding

Clause 1:  
C.E.A.S.A.R. funding shall be used to supplement funds    obtained through club efforts.

Clause 3:
C.E.A.S.A.R. funding shall be divided into two (2) categories: 1) the Initial Deposit, and 2) Matched Deposits.

A. Initial Deposits:


1. All Initial Deposit Requests must be made on the Initial Deposit Request Form (available online).  Copies must be made for each member of the Senate Finance Committee and ASISU Staff.


2. Initial Deposit Requests must be submitted to the ASISU Senate Finance Committee by the last Thursday of March.  All requests must be acted upon and forwarded to the Student Senate for approval by the third (3rd) Monday of April.


4. Every organization that applies for an Initial Deposit will have until noon on the Friday following the Senate’s approval of the Senate Finance Committee’s initial deposit recommendations to submit an Initial Deposit Appeal Form to the ASISU office and request a rehearing by the Senate.  Requests for greater than five hundred dollars ($500) will not qualify for appeal. All appeals will be heard at the following Senate meeting. If a club does not submit an appeal within the specified time, they will forfeit their right to appeal.

B. All Matched Funds distributed after the Initial Deposit shall be based on the ratio determined by the Senate Finance Committee and available student funding in the current year at the end of the C.E.A.S.A.R. Funding Hearing the previous year. 

1. When a club deposits fund-raised money into their club account, they may apply for their funds to be matched.  Matched-Deposit requests must be made on the Matched Deposit Request form (available online). Copies must be made for each member of the Senate Finance Committee and ASISU Staff.

2. The Senate Finance Committee will attempt to hear the Matched-Deposit Request within two weeks after the placement of the request on the agenda.  The finance committee chair Senate Finance Officer has the right to limit the number of requests heard based on time.

Section 8:  
Student Organization Fund-Raising Account

Clause 5:
Requests by student organizations for funds from the Fund- Raising Account will be processed in the following manner:


1. Student Organizations requesting funds must submit a Fund-Raising application to the ASISU Senate Finance Committee.  


5. The Senate Finance Committee will review applications on the first come basis.  Requests will be investigated by the ASISU Senate Finance Committee.

Clause 6:
Repayment


B. If a student organization fails to repay the loaned funds, ASISU will freeze the organization’s account until the Senate Finance Committee approves a repayment plan.   


C. In the event that a club fails to repay the total amount borrowed, the Fund-Raising Account will be restored using ASISU funds based on sources recommended by the Senate Finance Committee.

Section 10:
Incentive-Based Point System
         
Clause 1:         The Senate will allocate money each spring for the next  

year’s incentive-based point system funding based on the                                                               Senate Finance cCommittee’s recommendation, which will be divided equally between the fall and spring semester.

Clause 4:
Each student organization may earn points during the fall and spring semester using as criteria the Incentive Based Funding Points Statement approved by the Senate Finance Committee and Senate.   

A. The list of categories may be changed by a simple majority vote from the Senate Finance Committee and Senate.


Clause 5:
Tools of the incentive-based point system shall include the following:

A.
Each student organization must complete an “Incentive-Based Point Checklist” and return it to the ASISU office.  Each Senate Finance Committee member will be responsible for tracking and totaling the points earned by each student organization that they represent.

                       
Clause 6:
Any student organization wishing to appeal their point 

total, may send a formal appeal to the Senate Finance Committee and the Senate.   Both bodies must hear the appeal on the same day.                       
Section 11:
Financial Audit
Clause 1:
A request for an audit of any organization, department, or subsidiary body receiving monies from ASISU can be recommended by any member of the Student Senate or Senate Finance Committee and will be enacted by a majority vote of the Student Senate.

Clause 2:
The Senate Finance Committee will be required to review the account and recommend to the Student Senate if the request for an audit should be continued and pursued.
