CALL TO ORDER
Chair Lankford, in the Multipurpose Room, Bennion Student Union, called the meeting to order at 7:08pm.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Secretary Emily Koskella took roll. All Senators were present. Ches Barnes, Director, Bennion Student Union, was in attendance. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 29, 2010. Liddle/Stokes. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO MOVE PRO TEM VOTE OF CONFIDENCE TO NEW BUSINESS. Liddle/Zamora. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
President’s Report

President Jahnke announced Kysha Longstaff resigned. The position will be filled soon.
She has a meeting tomorrow with President Vailas. He wants to set up a lunch with the Senate so he can meet everyone.

Next Wednesday and Thursday she will be at the State Board meeting in Lewiston.
CHAIR REPORTS
Finance Committee—Pro Tem Liddle said last week the committee didn’t approve the Graduate Student Association Club initial deposit request. Katelyn has referred them to the contingency fund. They would like to make a request. Katelyn said they don’t do any fundraising. They rely solely on the money ASISU gives them. They depend on that to pay their bills. Every few weeks they have a speaker, and they pay for the refreshments with the initial deposit funding. Without the initial deposit for this year, they have no money. The key thing is they do not do any fundraising themselves.
Rules Committee—Senator Zamora he asked if he can still have meetings considering he has lost two committee members. He can still hold meetings. Senator Liddle will reapportion the committee.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
OLD BUSINESS

1. Bill 355—Cabinet Attendance
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This bill will remove language defined for attendance of Presidents Cabinet.
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Clause 2—ASISU President’s Cabinet

A. Members: Vice President, Senate Pro-Tempore, Senate Finance Officer, Elections Commissioner Chairperson, Student Lobbyist, Idaho Falls Campus Vice President, Student Voice Coordinator Chief of Staff, Student Activities Board Director
B. Weekly meeting at the President’s discretion, all regular meetings will be set one (1) month in advance.         

C. Attendance is mandatory.  If a Cabinet member is unable to attend, that member must send an assigned delegate.

1) Failure to attend eighty percent (80%) of the regular Cabinet meetings of a semester will result in automatic removal from office. and will be asked to pay back a proportionate amount of his or her scholarship for the term.

2) Emergency meetings will not be included in this attendance policy.

D. An agenda will be set by the President and each member will be required to give a report.

E. Each member of the Cabinet is directly responsible to and accountable to the ASISU President, except the Senate Pro-Tempore, and the Idaho Falls Campus Vice President. 

F. If any governmental body of ASISU wants a report by any cabinet member, a request must go to the President forty-eight (48) hours before the called meeting.

G. If any ASISU member wishes to attend a Cabinet meeting, they must send a written or verbal request to the President asking to be placed on the agenda twenty-four (24) hours before the Cabinet meeting.

Bill 355 has been released from rules with the amendment to strike on line 25 “Student Voice Coordinator,” and add, “Chief of Staff, SAB Director.” MOVE TO SUSPEND SECOND READING. Liddle/Knapp. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 355. Liddle/Chupp. Objection. Discussion. Pro Tem Liddle said this bylaw refers to back when the Senate received scholarships rather than stipends.

Steven Saltzman asked if the lobbyist will be required to attend Cabinet while he/she is in Boise lobbying. He said the SAB director is not required to attend. In the past, it has only been an invitation.

Senator Wagner said Rules Committee discussed this bill, and the committee agreed that the act of adding SAB to the bylaws would require a different bill. He doesn’t know if we are in order adding someone to that list. Senator Dickinson said it is in the bylaws that the SAB Director is included in the president’s cabinet.

Senator Wilde asked since we removed wording on scholarships, if we should add something about the stipends. Pro Tem Liddle said we no longer get scholarships. It is a bi weekly stipend. If they miss meetings, money is taken away from the stipend. Previous. Vote. MOTION CARRIED.

2. Bill 356—Title Change
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This bill will define the Student Voice Coordinator as the Chief of Staff for the ASISU President in the Bylaws.
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Clause 1—The Student Body Vice President may appoint, with the confirmation of the Student Senate, an official ASISU Student Senate Parliamentarian.

Clause 2—A Student Voice Coordinator Chief of Staff may be appointed by the ASISU President.  Coordinator Chief of Staff duties shall include, but shall not be limited to, supplementing Senate committees, filling standing university committees, integration of students at large into ASISU, and retention of non-appointed applicants.
Bill 356 has been released from rules. MOVE TO SUSPEND SECOND READING. Liddle/S. Saltzman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 356. Liddle/Wagner. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

3. Bill 357—Chief of Staff
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This bill will clarify duties of the President’s Chief of Staff.

ARTICLE II—ASISU SENATOR

Section 8—Stipends:
All senators will submit a monthly ASISU Senator Checklist to the ASISU General Manager President’s Chief of Staff the last Monday of each month on the date designated on the Checklist, excluding May through August. The Vice-President and Senate Pro-Tempore The Chief of Staff will review each senator’s performance and report to the Senate in the event of a senator not fulfilling his/her duties. Stipends for the Student Senate will be reduced by twenty (20) dollars for each item not completed on the stipend checklist. Failure to attend the Fall Retreat or Initial Deposit Hearings will result in a reduction of one hundred dollars.
Bill 357 has been released from rules. MOVE TO SUSPEND SECOND READING. Liddle/Knapp. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 357. Liddle/Lazenby. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

4. Bill 358—Stipend Reduction
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This bill will clarify reductions in the ASISU Stipend
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Clause 1—Service Stipend Rule Book

A. All service stipends for ASISU service positions shall be distributed by the ASISU general manager as determined in the ASISU Service Stipend Rule Book, which can be modified by the Senate through the passing of a resolution by a 2/3 majority.

Clause 2—Reduction in Stipend

A. Senate stipend reductions shall be defined in the Senate Rule Book.

B. All stipend positions will submit a monthly ASISU Checklist to the President’s Chief of Staff on the date designated on the Checklist, excluding May through August. The Chief of Staff will review each stipend position’s performance.  

C. The Chief of Staff shall submit a stipend checklist to the ASISU Vice President.

D. Stipend reductions for the Senate Finance Officer will be twenty (20) dollars for each item not completed.

E. All other stipend reductions will be ten (10) dollars for each item not completed.

Bill 358 has been released from rules. MOVE TO SUSPEND SECOND READING. Liddle/Stokes. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO DISCUSSION ON BILL 358. Liddle/S. Saltzman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Pro Tem Liddle said while going through the bylaws, he saw that the Senate Rule Book defines how much a senator will be docked if he misses something, but it does not define how much the other positions, such as Finance Officer, Chief of Staff, or Election Commissioner will be docked. The Finance Officer stipend is the same stipend as a senator, so he defined that position’s cuts as the same as senators. He is not yet sure about the other positions’ cuts. He may want to amend the bill. He wants to know what senators think. He is considering tabling the bill.
Senator Wagner asked if there is a motion on the bill or if the Senate is just in discussion. We are just discussing the bill.

Senator Stokes said he likes the bill as it is. The cut is a reasonable amount.

Steven Saltzman said the other positions should be docked the full $20 like senators, Finance Officer, etc.
Senator Wagner said the bill is ambiguous. It needs to be clarified. The language of letter E is too vague.
Senator Liddle said where the Rule Book talks about how much a senator will be docked, the language is specific. He got the language from the Rule Book. The president and vice president also hand in a stipend checklist, as does the lobbyist. Stipends for those positions are very large. If the president doesn’t do something, according to the way it is written, they wouldn’t lose much compared to the full amount of their stipend.

Steven Saltzman said last year when the president and vice president didn’t do their job, they lost $20 for each item. We should keep it the same way. MOVE TO TABLE BILL 358. S. Saltzman/Liddle. Unanimous. Out of order. Senator Dickinson asked if we are able to table the bill, since it hasn’t been moved to approve it. We just end discussion.
