                      Clause 7:

Newly formed student organizations or student organizations that have been inactive for a period of one or more years that fall under club councils may apply for emergency funding before the senate approval of the Student Government budget referred to in ARTICLE IV section 11 of the ASISU bylaws given that they adhere to all deadlines and guidelines set forth with respect to normal emergency funding procedures.  Other line item student organizations may not apply for emergency, initial, or incentive funding.

2) Vice President-elect:

a. At least three (3) Student Senate meetings

b. At least one (1) Senate Finance meeting.

c. At least one (1) Program Board meeting.

d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

3) Senate Fiscal Officer-appointee:

a. At least one (1) Student Senate meeting.

b. At least two (2) Senate Finance meetings.

c. C.E.A.S.A.R funding hearing.

d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

4) Program Board Chair-appointee:

a. At least one (1) Student Senate meeting.

b. At least two (2) Program Board meetings.

c. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

                                         

 5)   College of Technology Vice President

a.   At least one (1) Student Senate meeting per month.

b.   At least one (1) Program Board meeting per semester.

c.   At least one (1) Finance Committee meeting per semester.

d.   Will attend State Board meetings when any part of College of Technology budget is scheduled.

e.   The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

6)   5) A twenty-four (24) hour notice must be given to the Secretary of ASISU if any meetings will be
 missed.

7)  6) Any violation of attendance will be investigated by the Student Senate and appropriate action will be taken before the last meeting of the Spring Semester.
