CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Wheat, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception Senator Cheirrett and Senator Kunz. Senator Ngazimbi was late. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 22, 2007. Spencer/ Lora. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. Johnson/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
President’s Report

President Brown announced that there are Weber State v. ISU tickets available for $5 in the Student Involvement Center. The men’s basketball exhibition game will be this Friday at 7 p.m. The student bulletin board and master calendar policy have been given to the web advisory committee for approval. If you have any questions, please contact Senator Keim or President Brown. Senator Spencer and President Brown have been sitting on the Campus Planning Council. They are encouraging senators to evaluate their college’s classrooms, study areas, and other student areas. The Campus Planning Council will be putting together a building report with this information. The Family Halloween Carnival is Tuesday night from 7:00 – 9:00 p.m. The Student Activities Board is still in search of volunteers for this event. If you are available from 5:30 p.m. to the end of the event, please volunteer your time. The ISU Fright Night will be on Wednesday night from 8:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. If this is a huge success, the Student Activities Board will try to have a similar event every year.
CHAIR REPORT
Senator of the Month Nomination forms were passed out. Chairman Wheat thanked all of the senators for their hard work. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Senator Loya reported that they will be meeting for scholastic appeals. Also the first multicultural meeting will be on Friday.
Senator T. Itami reported that he met with the executive committee of curriculum council. He reported that a lot of the classes in question do not require students to attend the Thursday class. This issue is not supposed to be a curriculum council issue but rather an issue to be talked about in faculty senate. 
Senator Bolinger announced that the Student Union Advisory Board approved a mural to be painted in the Pond Student Union Building. 

Senator Butticci announced that she will be getting supplies on Tuesday for Veteran’s Day cards. Please take some time to make cards for Veteran’s Day. 

Senator T. Itami announced that student clubs will not be charged 10% on donations made thought the Bengal Foundation Office for this year. This issue will be talked about at a later date.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Val Davids – New Club Constitution: Val Davids presented two new clubs to the senate: Architecture Club and Idaho State Feminist Majority Alliance. Val announced that the Architecture Club has met all necessary requirements and currently has 14 members.  Dan Raimey from the Architecture Club discussed the purpose of the club and the various activities that they have planned. MOVE TO APPROVE THE ARCHITECTURE CLUB. T. Itami/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Tucker will be their club representative. 

Val presented the Idaho State Feminist Majority Leadership Alliance. Idaho Falls Vice President, Katie Anderson, represented this club. Katie told the senate that this club is mainly a service organization. Their first item of business is the benefit dinner on November 30th. This will benefit the Idaho Methamphetamine Project. The club will be doing campaigns against domestic violence and assault. They currently have 23 members. MOVE TO APPROVE THE IDAHO STATE FEMINIST MAJORITY LEADERSHIP ALLIANCE. Young/ T. Itami. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Tucker will be their senate representative.  
2. Paul Bubb – ISU Athletic Director: Bengal Village: Bubb gave an update of the $10,000 Punt, Pass, and Kick contest winner. The first winner was ineligible because he played for a semi-professional football team. Bubb is working out a great prize pack for him. The second kicker will be receiving the $10,000 pending review of the video tape.   Bubb encouraged the senate to attend the football games to support ISU.
Bubb gave a presentation on the athletic master plan to address the need for new athletic facilities. They surveyed their existing facilities and researched facilities at other institutions. They did a lot of research throughout this entire planning process. They determined what location would be appropriate and what was needed including but not limited to as a new synthetic football practice field, new softball field, improvements to Holt Arena, and a new venue for basketball that would fill about 7,500 seats. This entire project would cost about 85 million dollars. MOVE TO EXTEND BY SEVEN MINUTES. Carpenter/ Butticci. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Aduke felt that this was a very nice master plan. He was concerned with the cost of this complex. Bubb told the senate that this new complex would draw revenue. Bubb is hoping that they can get a big donation to start this project. He discussed what could be done to help get this project started. Senator Butticci thanked Bubb for his presentation. She had some questions about priority such as the football practice field and the softball field.  Bubb announced that the softball team has an agreement with the city to use a softball field in town for the season. Senator Andrus wanted to know the current capacity of Reed Gym. Bubb told the senate that they could fit about 2,600 people in Reed Gym. Senator Aduke asked about the turf situation in the Holt Arena and what could be done to improve this. MOVE TO EXTEND BY 3 MINUTES AND 35 SECONDS. T. Itami/ Loya. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator T. Itami asked a questions concerning retractable seating. Senator Benao wanted to know what senate could do to help with this issue. Bubb told the senate that if they wanted to help they could look at this plan to see what they could do to help fund this complex. Move to extend by 2 minutes. Johnson/ T. Itami. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Johnson asked a question concerning Reed Gym. Bubb clarified that this complex would not replace Reed Gym.

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RESOLUTION 469

The Purpose of this resolution is to express the sense of the senate with respect to online tests and evaluations held in traditional (not fully online) classes.

WHEREAS:
There is concern by the students involving academic dishonesty and online testing.

WHEREAS:
Online testing is conducive to academic dishonesty.

WHEREAS:
Online testing is often times course or section specific, it allows for inconsistency between classes.

WHEREAS:
It is the belief and experience of the Associated Students that academic honesty statements do not detour students from engaging in cheating on online tests.


                              
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED: 

We, the Associated Students of Idaho State University, express our lack of confidence in online testing as a fair and sound means of measuring student education with respect to university courses.

Move to remove resolution 469 FROM THE TAble. Spencer/ Johnson. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Discussion by Senator Spencer occurred on why this resolution should be passed. Senator Loya told the senate that she understood the purpose of this resolution, but wanted to find a way to encourage the professors to have open book and open note online exams. Senator Spencer’s main concern was that student’s friends were helping them out with the test. Senator Spencer felt that there was action that they could take such as a university testing center. Discussion occurred on this topic. Senator Ngazimbi wanted to discuss classes that were fully taken online. Senator Spencer felt that this was the first action that they needed to take.  Previous. Objection. Senator Andrus felt that this resolution was not appropriate. Senator Carpenter asked Senator Loya a question concerning her physics classes. Senator Carpenter felt that a testing center was not an appropriate solution for this issue. MOVE TO RECESS FOR FIVE MINUTES AND 37 SECONDS. T. Itami/ Young. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. The meeting reconvened at 8:23 p.m. Senator Bolinger wanted to discuss the testing center and how they could make accommodations for this situation. He felt that this resolution would not apply to purely online classes and homework. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. T. Itami/ Lora. With 2/3 vote, MOTION CARRIED. Roll call vote was called for. With 1 vote in favor, MOTION FAILED. With a vote to approve Resolution 469, MOTION CARRIED.
