MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 1, 2007. Spencer. MOTION RETRACTED.  MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 1, 2007 WITH THE AMENDMENT TO FIX THE SPELLING OF MATT STUCKI. Carpenter/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO strike #1 and #3 under new business add #2 Senator Spencer – Letter to SAB, add #3 Senator Loya, and add # 4 Pending Lawsuit. Bolinger/ Spencer. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO ESTABLISH A CLEARLY SET OF DEFINED SET OF RULES FOR THE USE OF UNALLOCATED AND UNSPENT ASISU FUNDS DURING A FISCAL YEAR, AND TO STRIKE THE PREVIOUS CONTINGENCY FUND GUIDELINES FROM THE BYLAWS.

MOVE TO SEND BILL 290 TO RULES COMMITTEE. McAdam/ Young. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. 

2. Senator Spencer – Letter to Student Activities Board: 

Senator Spencer read a letter that he wrote to the Student Activities Board. It was a letter of congratulations from the senate to the SAB with regards to Homecoming Week. 

3. Senator Lora – MOVE TO SUSPEND THE RULEBOOK FOR HER UPCOMING ABSENCE ON THE 5TH OF NOVEMBER.  Lora/ Young. Unanimous. Objection. Senator T. Itami felt that this in an interesting question with respect to last week’s meeting with regards to Senator Ngazimbi’s absence and the $20 deduction from his stipend. Senator Ngazimbi felt that this goes against the rulebook. Senator Young felt that suspending the rulebook was an option available to the senate designed for this issue. Senator Ngazimbi felt that becoming ill was also considered an unforeseen absence. Previous. Objection. Senator Spencer felt that the senate is arguing different points. He felt that they should stay on topic with the motion concerning Senator Lora. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Spencer/ Andrus. Division called. With a 2/3 vote, MOTION CARRIED. With a vote of majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. 
4. Pending Lawsuit – Senator A. Itami: MOVE TO SUSPEND ARTICLE II SECTION 1 CLAUSE 8 AND ADOPT THE FOLLOWING RESOLUTION “Where as the student activities board is not a university committee as referred to Article 4, Clause 1, Section 6 of the ASISU Constitution. Let it be resolved that the ASISU Student Senate upholds that the bylaw in Article 5, Section 2, Clause 2 upholds the ASISU Constitution”. A. Itami/ Spencer. Discussion occurred on what constitutes a University Committee. Senator Andrus clarified the issue for the senate. He felt that senate was just fine to give the power to the SAB Chair to hire and fire board members. Senator T. Itami felt that it was very clear as to what a university committee was compared to an ASISU committee; he did not feel that it was necessary to clarify what the SAB was classified under. Senator Spencer felt that SAB was an appendage of ASISU, and they should be able to do what they want. Previous. Objection. Discussion occurred. Previous. Objection. Senator Benao felt that the Chair of the SAB should not be alone in hiring and firing individuals. Move to previous. Cheirrett/ Spencer. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. 
MOVE TO ADJOURN. Andrus/ Carpenter. A vote was taken. MOTION FAILED. 
Senator Bolinger informed the senate that he needs 2-3 senators to be available for mediation. Senator Cheirrett volunteered for this. Senator Ngazimbi volunteered. Senator Johnson volunteered. Senator T. Itami wanted to know if Senator Ngazimbi could represent the senate because he sided with IPSA. Senator Ngazimbi felt that he was representing the senate so he should be able to sit in on the mediation. Senator Spencer, Senator Carpenter, and Senator Kunz felt that the senate should represent the senate as a whole and their majority opinion. Senator Aduke felt that Senator Ngazimbi could attend this as an interested party. Senator Andrus clarified what the mediation was about (senate giving SAB the power to hire and fire). MOVE TO SEND SENATOR JOHNSON, SENATOR CHEIRRETT, SENATOR T. ITAMI, AND SENATOR NGAZIMBI WITH THE UNDERSTANDING THAT THEY HAVE A RESOLUTION STATING THE POSITION OF THE SENATE ON THIS ISSUE. Bolinger/ Andrus. A friendly amendment by Senator Carpenter to add Senator Carpenter to this list. Amendment accepted. Senator Benao felt that because they are a group they should cooperate as a group. Senator Andrus asked Senator Ngazimbi to attend the meeting as an independent party. A friendly amendment to strike Senator Ngazimbi’s name from the list. Amendment accepted. Previous. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.
