Bill 337—Inactive Club Transfers
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COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY
SPONSORED BY Tyler Liddle COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY
This bill provides clarification concerning inactive student organizations ability to transfer money.

ARTICLE: X

Section 3:
Accounts of Inactive Student Organizations
Clause 1:
If a student organization is found to be completely inactive for three (3) or more consecutive years by the ASISU Financial Technician, then all money from its club account shall be reverted to Revenue/Transfer and the account shall be closed. Inactive student organizations, or student organizations that will become inactive, shall not transfer their money to another account.
Senator Pond asked if everyone has read it and if they should have a discussion. This week they just send it to rules. MOVE TO SEND BILL 337 TO RULES. Liddle/Jahnke. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
