CALL TO ORDER

ROLL CALL

ASISU Secretary Emily Koskella took roll. All senators except Senator Portela were present. President’s Report

President Spencer said Senator Swarna has resigned. He is in the process of contacting the candidate with the second number of votes. President Spencer met with the presidents of Boise State and U of I; they are forming an organization together. If anyone is interested in drafting a resolution that will be presented in the other Senates, they will talk about what they need. There are some common interests the senators should be aware of. Instating occupancy costs are a way to help retain funds from the state. They are currently in the middle of a budget process. A handful of departments are asking for student fee dollars. His vote will go with those who have already asked for an increase. He will communicate with the senators about the requests. President Spencer told the senators to be judicious and to not make things too public. There are students that will receive an increase on top of their tuition. It is important to act as a group in the budgeting process. Next week the Senate meeting will be in IF leaving at 5:45pm. They will be eating dinner. He encouraged senators to bring a copy of the agenda. He would like to get back in a timely manner. They must have a quorum present. The Finance Committee meeting is at 5pm next Monday discussing approval of line items. Any member of the Senate can take part in the Finance Committee meeting. Senator Bolinger asked if the Student Association of Idaho made a few years ago by the presidents of ISU, U of I, and BSU is still active. President Spencer said it is still there, but if it is not worked on, it is abandoned. His other concern is that the constitution of that organization was too strict. There was a voting system that mandated support. It is important to have limited language in the constitution that allows groups to opt out if they need to. They only talk about issues that affect all.
CHAIR REPORT

VP Butticci restated the meeting is in Idaho Falls next week. There is a need of a senator on the ELC Committee. Senators Mangan and Brown agreed. She stated they need to vote for senator of the month. VP Butticci said it would be more efficient to start emailing Emily if they want to be on the Senate agenda; otherwise, the agenda isn’t really needed. It is more organized. They are working on who is with what club. Senator Saltzman asked who is taking over Jordan Cheirrett’s clubs. President Spencer said the pro-tem is in charge of that.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Senator Woodhouse announced the Finance Committee discussed the new Mud Slinger club. MOVE TO APPROVE THE NEW CLUB FUND FOR ISU MUD SLINGERS CLUB. Woodhouse/Jensen. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Woodhouse stated they finished the line item budget presentations. Senator Johnson announced she met with College of Health Professions Advisory Board and said they hired a new person over endowments. Funding earns interest, and interest goes to scholarships. They can increase revenue by opening seats within certain departments. She was impressed with the dean and the board. Senator Mangan stated the ELC is talking about fundraisers to help out. They’re worried about the budget cut. They decided they are not hiring back certain positions. He said there were problems with one customer. They voted to waive certain fees. Senator Koirala stated the Nepalese Student Association is holding their “Faces of Nepal” program on Saturday.
