ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception of Senator Knapp. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 12, 2007.Hargraves/ Grover. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE FOLLOWING AMENDMENTS TO STRIKE VAL DAVIDS FROM ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE AND ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE # 1 SENATOR NGAZIMBI AND ZANE MICKELSEN AND #3 SENATOR HARGRAVES. Stone/ Fredrickson. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  

Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him some time tonight. He passed out the budget that was agreed upon. If there are any concerns, please voice them at the public hearings. President Sargent informed the senate that there were not very many fee increases. There was a state board of education meeting last week in Boise. The ERP system was approved along with the new coach contract. He had a meeting with Senator Gettus. He is working very hard on getting students the operating money for the Rendezvous. He informed the senate that The Bengal will be publishing the fee hearing dates. He informed the senate of his support for the bill regarding the Program Board that will be presented tonight. He looks forward to a good debate on this bill and hopes that it passes. Senator Bollinger asked a question regarding the Bengal Dancer’s funding. The cheerleaders will remain under athletics. Senator Young was curious as to what graduate counseling was. The purpose for this is that it is a professional fee. Senator Hargraves was curious as to what the Student Wellness Program entailed. It is the health programs that are at the university such as the Fun Run and the Passport Program. Senator Bell asked a question regarding the Bengal Dance Team funding. President Sargent informed the senate that President Vailas would come to talk to the senate regarding this issue if the senate wanted him to.
CHAIR REPORT
Vice President Brown reminded the senate to turn in their stipend checklists. She also encouraged the senate to tear down any campaign fliers on campus for senate positions that were not from the College of Technology.
GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER

Nayland Olson informed the senate that the Program Board is ready and happy to incorporate Bill 296. Bryan Wheat also voiced his support for this bill. Tyler Kendall informed the senate that the College of Technology would be the only college who would have a runoff election for senate seats.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO PLACE THE ADOPTED LINE ITEM PROCESS IN THE BYLAWS.

ARTICLE IV: FINANCIAL AFFAIRS
Section 3: 
Annual Budget Contingency Fund

Clause 1:
Line Item budgets shall be submitted in accordance with University guidelines and deadlines allowing sufficient time for review by ASISU.

Clause 2:
The Finance Committee shall prepare and submit to the Senate the proposed budget that may be accepted, rejected, or amended in whole, in part, or by line item.  The budget must be balanced in accordance with enrollment estimates.

Clause 3:
Unencumbered balances, except for the Capital account in the Senate’s, Program Board’s, and Student Organization’s budgets at the end of the fiscal year (after June 30) shall either be reapportioned to the account or transferred back to the Revenue and Transfer Account upon recommendation of the Finance Committee and the approval of the Senate.  Balance in the Capital account in the aforementioned budgets will be transferred to a capital account.

Clause 4:
The ASISU Student Senate shall not act upon any financial requests unless the Finance Committee makes an official recommendation.  Exceptions shall be granted with a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the Senate in the case of an emergency when an appeal is made to the Senate by the requesting individual or organization.

Clause 51:
ASISU shall maintain a Contingency fund in the Revenue and Transfer Account.  This account will serve to cover unforeseen contingencies as listed, but not limited to:

A. Compensation for the difference in the budgeted amount and the actual fees collected when there is an unforeseen decline in student enrollment.

B. Compensation for ASISU related legal expenses where appropriate due to litigation.

Clause 62:
The Contingency fund will be budgeted every fiscal year for a minimum $30,000 beginning balance.

Section 6:
Funding Information Accountability

Clause 4:
Line Item and C.E.A.S.A.R. funding application deadlines and hearings will be scheduled by the Finance Committee to allow sufficient time for research. 

Section 11: 
Line Item Budgets


Clause 1:
Each line item must submit a budget to the ASISU Fiscal Officer by the first Monday in February.  This budget is based on the set dollar amount per student figure and projected enrollment numbers.  The director of each line item has the discretion to budget the funds how he/she sees best for the organization. 

Clause 2: 
The Senate shall approve the Student Government budget by the aforementioned date.

Clause 3: 
The ASISU Fiscal Officer will work with each line item director and review each budget to ensure that there are no errors.  After review, the Fiscal Officer will compile all line item budgets.

Clause 4:
Each line item will receive the specified dollar amount per student until one of two events occurs:


A. The line item is given an increased dollar amount per student as the result of a student fee increase.

B. A reorganization occurs within a line item:

1. Reorganization can happen at any time during the fiscal year.

2. The Senate approves to increase the dollar amount per student awarded to one line item by decreasing the dollar amount per student awarded to another line item. 

Clause 35:
Unencumbered balances, except for the Capital account in the Senate’s, Program Board’s, and Student Organization’s budgets at the end of the fiscal year (after June 30) shall either be reapportioned to the account or transferred back to the Revenue and Transfer Account upon recommendation of the Finance Committee and the approval of the Senate.  Balance in the Capital account in the aforementioned budgets will be transferred to a capital account.

Clause 46:
The ASISU Student Senate shall not act upon any financial requests unless the Senate Finance Committee makes an official recommendation.  Exceptions shall be granted with a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the Senate in the case of an emergency when an appeal is made to the Senate by the requesting individual or organization.

Section 2:
Department of the Program Board

Clause 1:
The Program Board Chair shall be appointed by the President with the approval of the Senate and shall be responsible to the President. The Program Board shall be established to provide diverse campus activities and to providinge a broad range of programs that enhance the student experience, build student memories, carry on traditions, and develop healthy relationships.
Clause 2:  
The Program Board Chair shall be appointed by the President with the approval of the Senate and shall be responsible to the President.

Clause 2 :Chairpersons of standing committees under the Program Board shall be appointed by the President upon recommendation of the Program Board Chair and with the approval of the Senate.  Chairpersons of standing committees under the Programs Board shall be responsible to the Program Board Chair.  The Program Board Chair shall have authority to hire and fire Program Board members.

Clause 3:
The following shall be standing committees under the Department of the Program Board:

A. Concerts

B. Family Programming

C. EnterE Entertainment 

D. Movies

E. Festivities

F. Galleries

G. Marketing and Promotion

H. Student Development and Speakers

I. Assistant Chair and Involvement
The Program Board shall consist of a Chair and up to nine members.
Clause 4:
All Program Board Chairpersons shall have jurisdiction over their committee budgets with final jurisdiction given to the Program Board Chair.  This program report shall be available to the Student Senate and any other students upon request.  The Program Board shall have jurisdiction over their budget with the final jurisdiction given to the Program Board Chair. 
Clause 5:
The Program Board shall be governed by a rulebook set forth by the Program Board.

ARTICLE I:  STUDENT GOVERNMENT

Section 11:  ASISU Supreme Court

Clause 1:         ASISU Supreme Court Justices must be impartial and unbiased in any matter being discussed by the Senate or being brought before the court.  If a Supreme Court Justice involves him or herself in a matter before the Senate, or any other party, that Justice must recuse him or herself if the action comes before the ASISU Supreme Court. 

A. Supreme Court Justices shall not attend any Senate meeting unless specifically summoned by majority action of the Senate.

B. Supreme Court Justices shall not meet with any involved individual regarding a potential, upcoming, or current matter in the Court unless they are seeking clarification by request of the whole Court, or fulfilling requirements laid out in Section 12 Clause 3.
