President’s Report

President Spencer welcomed the senators to Idaho Falls. He announced the Finance Committee met and discussed evaluations. He has been speaking with members of the legislatures about occupancy costs. Boise State has been asked to take occupancy costs out of funds, about $85,000. ISU has $2,000. U of I was asked to keep their bonds. He invites anyone who wants to come with him to Boise to let him know. Senator Portela asked the next time President Spencer will go to Boise. He will be going this week. February 23 the faculty will be setting budgets and resolutions. There are a handful of other issues that have arisen on a state level.
CHAIR REPORT

Chair Butticci thanked the Idaho Falls campus for hosting the Senate. Senator of the Month is Senator Bolinger. She presented the award to Senator Bolinger and thanked him for his hard work.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Academic Standards Council—Senator Jensen announced that they discussed appeals services and passed policies for those applying for ISU.
Finance Committee—Senator Woodhouse said they are going through line items. Senators should voice their opinions on the subject. They were not able to decide anything.

GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER

Chris Cahoon, advertising assistant, thanked the Senate for coming to Idaho Falls and taking an interest in the campus.
Jay Walton has a request regarding state law and state facilities outside some of the buildings. He asked if the smoker’s posts are a violation of state law. Chair Butticci said the area is twenty feet from a door entrance. Senator Mangan said they cannot give tickets for smoking within that area. He was told by the dean for the College of Technology to ask violators if they would move. I.F. VP Dickinson agrees. She wished it was in a spot a little more out of the way and they can see what they can do to move it more to the side or onto the street. Senator Mangan said IF they move it to a spot where people can sit down, it will be more beneficial. Senator Portela said a smoker’s post is right outside the Rendezvous. Chair Butticci said they will look into these problems and take action.

Ches Barnes thanked everyone for attending the meeting. Val Davids asked him to present two clubs, with members of both clubs in attendance.

Most students have to take chemistry, so the club is beneficial to everyone. Senator Mangan asked how exactly they help each other. They help students mainly with chemistry, but they are also willing to help with other things. Senator Mangan asked if the club will continue when the current members are done with chemistry. Nate Hansen from the Robotics Club stated 29 students have agreed to join the club from the electronics system alone. The purpose of the proposed club is to unify students having any interest in electronics. There are regional, national, and global competitions that include local colleges as well as others outside the local area. Senator Saltzman asked how they will pay for these competitions. They have already received several donations to the club. Senator Saltzman asked if there is a waiver to join the club. No, there are strict protocols on safety. The competitions involve anything from building remote control submarines that can do things under water to robots that can climb cables. There are even space robot design competitions. Bill 319—Election Code
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SPONSORED BY DEANNA JOHNSON COLLEGE OF HEALTH PROFESSIONS

THIS BILL SEEKS TO CHANGE THE DEADLINE FOR ELECTION INFORMATION TO ALLOW THE ELECTION COMMISSION TIME FOR PROCESSING AND VERIFICATION.

5.3  Filing 

A.  The Filing Period for candidates shall open at the discretion of the Elections Commission, no less than 14 days before the filing deadline. 9am on the Monday before active campaigning begins and shall close on the Friday at 5pm before active campaigning begins. 

B.  All candidates appearing on the ballot must indicate their desire to run by completing an official Candidate Filing Form during the Filing period.  The Candidate Registration Form shall be provided by the Commission and made available to the public.

C.  Each candidate must pay a filing fee of $5.00 per candidate, per office, not to be returned unless declared ineligible to run for office, the election is canceled before the results are confirmed, or the candidate withdraws before the Candidate’s Meeting.  This payment shall be made at the time that the candidate files his/her Candidate Filing Form.

D.  Candidate Filing Forms must be filed with a representative of the Commission.

E.  A candidate can withdraw from the election at anytime.

F.  A candidate shall only seek one office per election.

5.5 Petitions

A. Those who wish to run on an executive ticket and have their names appear on the ballot must have a petition signed by no fewer than one hundred-fifty (150) currently enrolled ISU students.  

B. Those who wish to run for a position on the ASISU Senate and have their name appear on the ballot must have a petition signed by no fewer than thirty (30) currently enrolled ISU students.  Each candidate must garner the thirty (30) signatures from ISU students currently enrolled in the college the candidate is running to represent.

C.  Those who wish to run for the position of Idaho Falls Campus Vice President and have their name appear on the ballot must have a petition signed by no fewer than fifty (50) currently enrolled ISU students that are enrolled in at least one course on the Idaho Falls campus.  

D.  All petitions must be submitted to the Commission at the Candidates’ Meeting.the the Monday before the Candidate’s Meeting.
E.  The petition must have the position that the candidate is seeking clearly identified on each page of the form.  If the candidate files for a position other than the one stated on the form, the form is declared invalid and he/she must then obtain a new petition.
