President’s Report

President Knight announced the trip to Boise went well. It was disappointing not to have more senators there. Senators Woodhouse, Lemos, Mangan, Briggs, Bullock, Bloxham, and Pond were there. NCAA is coming April 28.
Senator Liddle said we should give Senators Briggs and Bullock a round of applause for the time they spent setting up meetings in Boise.

Senator Pond asked President Knight’s overall opinion of the Boise visit. It went well. There were a number of students that told legislators their story. Participating students were recognized on the House floor and the Education Committee for taking an active part in the process. Legislators know as they move into the next session how much of an impact, good or bad, their decisions make on the students. We were on the news. It was a positive experience.

Senator Briggs commended President Knight for participation. He was disappointed in the numbers. It was essential for those who went to make a good show. There were six TV cameras covering the rally. He asked President Knight how effective it was with the media coverage from Pocatello and Boise, and how much more effective it would have been if we had full participation from the Senate. President Knight said one of the senators was almost moved to tears because of all the students that went. We made a huge impact. It would have been amazing to have full attendance. It would have helped to fill the space on the capitol steps and in the rooms in the House and Education Committee. It would have better shown we are unified in supporting higher education.

Senator Smith said his dad in Emmett saw it on the news and was impressed by the numbers. He asked if BSU and U of I participated. President Knight said they had a comparably good turnout of 35 to 40 students. It would have been helpful to have representative support from the Senate. More numbers is always good. There wasn’t much representation from the other universities.
Senator Pond asked if President Knight has heard a reaction from the ISU Administration. There have been a few lunches with President Vailas. He has mentioned the help it has been at the State level to have us visiting Boise and making our voices heard. Hopefully this will set up a continuation of efforts.
Senator Briggs asked if it is President Knight’s intention to lead us to another contingency fund request for April 5 to visit Boise. If we had the same delegation and participation from other institutions, we would have had 200 people on the steps. President Knight said he will be visiting Boise April 5. If the Senate would like to come, he would encourage that.

Senator Liddle asked if President Knight will be going up the night before April 5. The meeting is at 8am. He is planning on going up the night before.

Senator Smith said he is hearing talk about more effort. He thinks the idea is great. Anyone who is continuing these trips, it is imperative to get Boise State on board.
Senator Briggs asked if President Knight will authorize the use of funds to get as many people as possible there. Each one of us has a responsibility to represent the students. President Knight said it is a good idea to discuss this after this meeting.
CHAIR REPORTS
ASISU Scholarship Committee—Senator Frugoli said there will be a committee meeting April 29. She asked if the formula for credit load is accurate. Chair Dickinson said if you read the Bylaws, it will help you to understand. Senator Briggs said he met with Mr. Green and he articulated a new formula. Pro Tem Woodhouse said there is no allocation for seniors on there right now. That is incorrect. There should be allocations for seniors. Senator Briggs said the issue was that Mr. Green was moving the columns from juniors to seniors. Chair Dickinson said there are seniors who will be seniors once again who are unaccounted for. That is what they need to fix.

1. Linda Hatzenbuehler—Medicine Ball
Linda said she came from an organizational meeting. She is here to answer questions about the Medicine Ball. It is April 1, 8pm, in the Holt Arena. The Ball is in support of the family medicine residency program. It is the only medical program of its type in the state associated with a university. There will be music, food, and an open bar for those over 21. There are three levels of tickets. She is promoting $10 tickets. Senator Frugoli said family medicine volunteers about once a month, providing dental and medical care to help those who do not have health insurance. Senator Briggs asked what the other levels are. There are $35 tickets. Doors open at 6:30pm. There are 30 different restaurants donating different entrees and food. The goal is to sell 1,000 $35 tickets. Residency not only helps ISU but contributes to the community. The $35 tickets will also have opportunities to participate in the show along with area performers.
2. Tyler Liddle—The Bengal Newspaper
Senator Liddle said he has been working with the newspaper and their budget. He wanted to get comments from senators on what they think would make a better newspaper. Senator Frugoli said she would like the paper to be part of a Mass Communication department course. Senator Bullock said The Bengal should be open and encourage student voice. Senator Briggs said the paper has immense potential. What is recorded in The Bengal should be about what is happening at ISU. It should involve more people. Mass Communication is interested in participating in The Bengal. He has an issue of the stipend-paid photographers. The more people involved, the more people will read it. They should move away from stipend positions. Senator Pond said it would be a more effective delivery if people handed out papers to students instead of just having them in the bins. He wished they would have sent a correspondent to Boise on the bus. Senator Wagner said some sassy writers who have strong opinions and illicit strong feedback would be good. A newer, cheaper, nicer website would be beneficial. I.F. VP Mortimer said he would like to see news on outreach campuses. Senator Sonnen said the Pocatello magazine gets people involved. If ISU did that through writing about certain centers and organizations on campus, it would get more student involvement. Senator Frugoli said one of her friends wanted a link on isu.edu to reach the newspaper easily. Senator Liddle said he appreciates the comments. He will let Jason Enes know. They are going to work hard over the summer with Lowell on the new website. He is presenting the budget to the Finance Committee Wednesday. Senator Briggs asked if the applications for Editor in Chief are due Wednesday. He is concerned that we have already determined the Editor in Chief for next year. Senator Liddle said the applications are due at noon on Wednesday. There are only three people that have applied for jobs. With the new budget, a main thing is to create student jobs.
