CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Brown, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present. Matt Spencer, Jordan Cheirrett, Jason Andrus, Angela Carpenter, Ajay Vongala, Amy Loya senators elect and Idaho Falls Vice President Elect Katie Anderson were all present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 26, 2007 AND MARCH 5, 2007. Hargraves/ Borrowman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENTS TO STRIKE #2 ON ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE AND ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE #2 VAL DAVIDS – NEW CLUB CONSTITUTION AND #3 NEW CONSTITUTION DISCUSSION. Hargraves/ Borrowman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  

Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him some time in their agenda. He thanked the senators that came to the Reed Gym meeting today. The next Reed Gym meeting will be at the trailer by the facilities plant on Friday. The State Board of Education is having a meeting on Thursday. The next senate meeting will be in Idaho Falls. Senator A. Itami asked about the architect’s new plan for the Reed Gym Expansion Project. President Sargent addressed this issue.  

CHAIR REPORT
Vice President Brown presented the reallocation requests from the finance committee meeting to the senate. 

MOVE TO APPROVE PHI ALPHA THETA’S REALLOCATION REQUEST OF $610 FROM MILEAGE: PAT CONFERENCE TO CONFERENCE REGISTRATION IN OREGON $260, AIRFARE TO CONFERENCE IN OREGON $213, AND HOTEL LODGING FOR CONFERENCE IN OREGON $137; TO APPROVE SOTA’S REALLOCATION REQUEST FOR $500 FROM CULTURAL DINNER TO FUNDRAISER PROJECTS $400 AND PROMOTE OT/SERVICE $100; AND TO APPROVE PSI CHI’S REALLOCATION REQUEST FOR $90 FROM COLLOQUIUM REFRESHMENTS AND $100 FROM COLLOQUIUM SPEAKER TO COLLOQUIM REFRESHMENTS $190. Borrowman/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. 
Jason Tolliver was introduced to the Senate. 
GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER
Steven Glenn informed the senate that the issue of who was able to vote in the election was a problem that needed to be looked into. He met with one of his teachers. They decided that they needed to define who is part of the association. The association fees are the student activity fees that go to ASISU and the line items. He did some investigation on this issue. He told the senate the information that he discovered on who actually pays the student activity fee. He talked to the election board chair to determine how the election was set up. He wants the senate to look into doing a recount of the election results before certifying the election results. The new constitution specifically says who is part of the association. MOVE TO EXTEND TIME FOR 10 MINUTES. Stone/ Hargraves. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Steven Glenn suggested that the IT department set up a program to evaluate the election results and throw out all of the votes from those who did not pay the activity fee. Senator T. Itami asked if this issue was a supreme court issue. Glenn informed the senate that they need to certify the election results. The senate discussed that option that this issue could be filed to the supreme court.
ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Joanne Trimmer – Senate Representation for May Graduation: She informed the senate that she would like some senate support in the May Graduation. The Student Senate has participated in the past. She is asking for as many of the senators as possible to attend. She needs a senator from each college. They will be leading the graduates in the ceremony. This event occurs at 2:00 p.m. on May 12th. She passed a sign up sheet to the senators. 
2. Val Davids – New Club Constitution: Massage Therapy Student Association was presented to the senate. Michelle addressed the senate and told them what the purpose of the club was. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MASSAGE THERAPY STUDENT ASSOCIATION. Stone/ Borrowman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Knapp informed the senate that this is a great club. She will be the club’s representative. 
3. New Constitution Discussion: Senator Hargraves informed the senate that there were some concern about whether or not they were under the new constitution. Some discussion occurred on the ratification issue. Vice President Jennifer Brown brought up Bill 266 and clarified the issue. Senator Fredrickson felt that the constitution results should be evaluated. Senator Borrowman informed the senate that voting was to be a secret ballot. She felt that this violated students’ rights of having a secret ballot. Bob Devine, a student, informed the senate that he felt that the process was more important than personality and that there should be a recount. Senator Obi recommended that the senate look into this issue. Senator Bloom felt that a third party should count the votes, and she wanted to clarify what she thought a secret ballot was. Senator Borrowman yielded some time to President Sargent. He addressed both issues on the constitution and the recount. He felt that a recount was not an option. He also reminded the senate that they had a lengthy discussion on this issue in previous meetings. He reminded them that the senate was going to not deal with the results of the constitution vote. He also addressed the issue of the student activity fee. He informed the senate that comparing the constitution to the U.S. Government Constitution was an unfair comparison. He encouraged the supreme court to deal with this issue. Senator Obi was concerned with the constitution not being published in The Bengal until the day of the elections. Senator Higbee felt that publication should not be an issue. Senator Ngazimbi did not think that students had enough time to look at the constitution. Bob Devine felt that the issue was becoming clouded. He felt that not providing the students with enough time was odd. He also felt that the new constitution was an amendment to the “old” constitution. He felt that it was very important to address this issue. Senator A. Itami informed the senate that they do not have jurisdiction over this issue. MOVE TO MOVE ONTO THE NEXT AGENDA ITEM. A. Itami/ Higbee. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.

ARTICLE I: STUDENT GOVERNMENT
Section 3:
Student Senate

                        Clause 2:
Meeting Requirements
A. All Ssenators are required to attend each weekly meeting, and the C.E.A.S.A.R. budget hearing.  and sign in for a minimum of three (3) hours of supplemental budget hearings and a minimum of three (3) hours of line item budget hearings.

C.  Each Senator-Elect shall be required to attend the following between the date of elections and the date of installation of the new Senate:


1)  
C.E.A.S.A.R. budget hearing.  Three (3) hours of the Supplemental Budget hearings.  Failure to notify the ASISU Secretary or President of the Senate shall result in one (1) UNEXCUSED ABSENCE if the Senator-Elect cannot attend all or part of each session.  If the ASISU Secretary or President of the Senate is notified, the Senator-Elect shall receive one (1) EXCUSED ABSENCE.

Section 4:
Executive Officers


Clause 1:
Meeting Requirements

C. The newly elected President, Vice President, and appointed chairperson positions shall be required to attend the following meetings between the date of elections and the date of installation.

1) President-elect:

a. At least two (2) Student Senate meetings.

b. All sessions of Line-Item Budget Hearings.

c. At least one (1) Senate Finance Committee meeting.

d. At least one (1) Program Board meeting.

2) Vice President-elect:

a. At least three (3) Student Senate meetings

b. At least one (1) Senate Finance Committee meeting.

c. At least one (1) Program Board meeting.

d. All sessions of Line-Item Budget Hearings.

e. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

3) Finance Committee Chair-appointeeSenate Fiscal Officer-appointee:

a. At least one (1) Student Senate meeting.

b. At least two (2) Senate Finance Committee meetings.

c. At least six (6) hours of Supplemental Funding Hearings.  C.E.A.S.A.R. funding hearing.  
d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.


4) Program Board Chair-appointee:

a. At least one (1) Student Senate meeting.

b. At least two (2) Program Board meetings.

c. Will attend Line-Item budget hearings when any part of the Program Board budget is scheduled.

d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.
