CALL TO ORDER
Chair Butticci, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Secretary Emily Koskella took roll.  All Senators were present except Senator Messenger. Executive Director, Student Unions and Involvement, Lowell Richards, and Vice President of Student Affairs Dr. Lee Krehbiel were in attendance. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 23, 2009. Allbright/Johnson. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENTS TO ADD UNDER COMMITTEE REPORTS SENATORS WOODHOUSE AND JAHNKE, ADD UNDER ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE SENATOR JOHNSON, AND TO STRIKE UNDER NEW BUSINESS BILL 321 AND ADD BILL 322. Allbright/Knight. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
President’s Report

President Spencer turned the time over to Dr. Krehbiel. He said the US Department of State has issued a travel report for Americans either living in or traveling to Mexico during spring break. The Bengal is going to publish a pre-spring break article about rising violence in Mexico. They will also have a bulletin and email for students about being careful and using common sense. Students should watch where and when they go, and who with. Dr. Krehbiel told the senators to remind students to plan accordingly no matter where they’re travelling. He is leaving four copies of the travel alert with the Senate. Senator Mangan asked if the violence has increased. A lot of the violence has to do with drug trafficking and people merely getting caught in the middle. The drug traffickers are headed for the US. His advice is to stay on the main roads because they’re more heavily patrolled. There are checkpoints for random searches, etc.
President Spencer said they are almost three quarters done with the school year. Senators need to attending their committee meetings. Tymeron emails the committees asking if the senators are there each week.

Tuition will increase. There will be an increase of about 7%. Some classes (most of them under health professions) are required to pay professional fees. The money goes to that program to pay for those. Last year the nursing program charged a fee of $500. This year the fee is $600. It is important that the students know the fees are going up. The Senate can go to fee hearings. That is their venue to voice their concerns. It would be beneficial for the health professions senators to attend. Last year, no one went to the fee hearings. This year 10 students have come up asking questions about fees. As many people should attend as possible. President Spencer will email the senators the dates and times. Senator Johnson said the Dean of the Health Professions Board explained the fee for radiology is not a new fee. They took all the fees from all the labs and put them into a large lump sum. It’s just so they can open up the doors to what they can spend the money on. It may be a little more expensive from the individual lab fees but it opens up the doors.
President Spencer said part of the role of students is to contribute to the school when the state cuts back. There will be a 9.02% cutback on budgets. The university went to every department and asked for either 12% of state money or 9.02% of everything. They can pick and choose groups or just take 9.02% of every group.

ISU tuition is increasing by 7%. The state board mandates that universities cannot ask for more than a 10% increase in tuition and fees. They have a few options, and they need to work those out. He is in favor of increasing the activity fees. I.F. VP Dickinson asked if there is any choice. President Spencer said they can argue about tuition increase, but the intent is to save jobs. This process is fair. Some very tough decisions were made. He feels it is important for students to do their share. They can use the contingency fund of $62,000 for a one time deal. However, the body next year would have the same problem. He has done everything in his power to negotiate out of this. Senator Jensen asked if the senators can make a contract with the administration about this increase so it will be on a yearly basis. President Spencer said that would be very appropriate. Senator Jensen asked if Jim Fletcher could bring this to the Senate and speak to the senators about this process. President Spencer has already had that discussion with Jim Fletcher, but they will speak about it again. Senator Saltzman said he has been polling students in the College of Education and they would rather have lower tuition and have SAB work with what they have. He asked if it would be better not to punish everyone by raising their fees than to cut some SAB activities. President Spencer said it is a gross exaggeration in saying raising fees is a punishment. When students go to a school, they are paying for the experience. The students pay for the reputation of a university. It’s important to realize that not all students use SAB, ELC, the Center for Teaching and Learning, the Bengal dance team, etc. If they had swelling enrollment, they wouldn’t have this problem. BSU doesn’t have this problem. If Idaho State cuts activities and programs, they wouldn’t get more students. It is not irresponsible to go to the state every year and ask for a 7% tuition increase. Idaho State is working on things that will benefit students that have good grades etc. Senator Bolinger asked if Boise State is still thinking about lifting the 10% tuition cap. It does not look like they want to lift the tuition cap. Boise State will be asking for 7% increase, U of I is asking for 9.5%.
CHAIR REPORT

Vote for Senator of the Month.
They are still working on the By-laws. Senator Johnson is helping. They will be revising the By-laws in her office. Her goal is to have all the By-laws completed before the end of the year.

She thanked the senators for encouraging people to run and advocating the importance of representing the students.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Finance Committee—Senator Woodhouse announced they approved the line item budgets. Finance Officer Woodhouse is presenting the proposed budget. There were some changes made. They took $ .31 per full-time student from the student government budget and gave it to Civic Symphony. They made the Symphony a line item. They didn’t have to cut anything from their budget. They used a formula to even out the Student Activities Boards from all the campuses to determine the program dollars based on student credit hour. The changes are reflected in an email she sent out. I.F. VP Dickinson commended the Finance Committee for looking at the SAB money and split it up among credit hours. MOVE TO APPROVE LINE ITEMS BUDGETS AS STATED. Woodhouse/Allbright. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
International Affairs Council—Senator Jahnke announced the Frank Church Symposium this week. There will be panels during the day on Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. The keynote speaker is Wednesday night at 7pm. The topic is energy.
ELC—Senator Brown announced the committee met on Wednesday. The committee is trying to get people to come out and support Senator Johnson’s event on April 22. They approved a petition to waive a child’s charges who was unable to attend daycare due to medical issues. They are working on raising money to buy a new dishwasher, carpeting, and paint.
Special Projects Committee—Senator Mangan announced there will be a hero and villain theme for next week’s Senate meeting. There will be a prize.

SPONSORED BY DEANNA JOHNSON COLLEGE OF HEALTH PROFESSIONS
THIS BILL SEEKS TO REMOVE SENATE DUTIES, RESPONSIBILITIES, AND RULES FROM THE BY-LAWS AND PLACE THEM IN THE SENATE RULE BOOK.  IT WOULD MAKE THE SENATE RULE BOOK A BINDING DOCUMENT IN THE GOVERNING OF THE SENATE. THIS BILL ALSO ENABLES CHANGES TO THE SENATE RULE BOOK THROUGH THE FORMAL BY-LAW AMENDMENT PROCESS.  

THIS BILL, IF PASSED, WOULD ALLOW FOR THE NUMBERING AND FORMATTING OF THE BY-LAWS TO BE UPDATED AND MADE CURRENT.
ARTICLE I:

Section 1:

Clause 1:
All officers, Presidential appointments, or committee members are required to have a minimum scholastic requirement.

A. After election and continuously during the term in office, excluding the summer session, Senators shall be registered for a minimum of eight (8) credit hours; the ASISU Vice President shall be registered for a minimum of six (6) credit hours; and the ASISU President shall be registered for a minimum of three (3) credit hours.

B. All President appointed positions or President created positions must carry a minimum of eight (8) credit hours, with the exceptions of the part-time programming committee members who must be registered for at least one (1) class and graduate students who must have at least six (6) credit hours.

Senate Rule Book

Clause 1: 
The Senate duties, responsibilities, and rules shall be outlined and clearly defined in the Senate Rule Book.

A.  The Senate Rule Book shall be considered to be additional Bylaws, with the full binding and governing force as these Bylaws, for the governing of the Association.  Amending the Senate Rule Book must meet the same requirements as amendments to these Bylaws.

B. All Senate positions, duties, and responsibilities beyond that addressed in the ASISU Constitution, shall be found in the Senate Rule Book rather than these Bylaws.

Clause 1:
Each Senator must be officially enrolled in college/school that he/she was elected to represent during the entire term of service.  

A. Students classified as interdisciplinary students will have representation or may represent a college as follows: Undergraduate BUS students (Bachelor of University Studies) in the college of Arts and Sciences, BAT students (Bachelor of College of Technology) in the school of College of Technology.

Clause 2:
For purpose of representation of the Senate, Graduate students will be considered solely members of the Graduate School and not their respective colleges.

A. The Senate shall meet at 7:00 p.m. every Monday at a place designated by the Vice President.  Notice of meeting place shall be given one (1) week prior to regular meetings.

B. The End-of-the-Year Banquet will be considered an official and last meeting of the year.  Attendance at the banquet is mandatory for officers elect.  Officers elect cannot use the banquet as an official meeting toward the attendance policy.

C. The ASISU President or his/her designee from the Cabinet will assign each senator an approximately equal share of university committees. The President of the Senate will assign each senator an approximately equal share of active clubs and ASISU Committees.

                        Clause 2:
Meeting Requirements

A. All senators are required to attend each weekly meeting, and the C.E.A.S.A.R budget hearing.

1) In the event of extenuating professional or personal educational circumstances, a senator may appeal to the Senate in attempt to gain exemption from an absence.  Where possible, the appeal must be submitted to the ASISU Vice President the week prior to the intended absence(s). The absence will be considered exempt only by a majority vote of approval by the Senate.  Along with the exemption, the Senator will pay back the proportional amount of time spent in exemption.  In the event of unforeseen period of exemption, the Senate will receive the appeal upon the senator’s return.

2) Emergency meetings will not be included in attendance policy.

B. Senate Pro-Tempore will attend the President’s Cabinet meetings.

C.
Each Senator-Elect shall be required to attend the following between the date of elections and the date of installation of the new Senate:

1)  C.E.A.S.A.R. budget hearings: if the Senator-Elect cannot attend all or part of the C.E.A.S.A.R. budget hearings, the Senator elect shall receive one (1) absence. 

2) General information workshops: if the Senator-Elect cannot attend all or part of the parliamentary procedure/ general information workshops organized by the Senate Pro-Tempore and current Vice-President, the Senator-Elect shall receive one (1) absence.

3) Fall ASISU Retreat.

Clause 3:
Senate Caucus

A. The Senate shall be empowered to meet in open caucus upon notification by the Senate Pro-Tempore.  The Senate Pro-Tempore shall preside over said meetings.

B. The Senate shall meet for caucus one half hour prior to each Senate meeting in an open forum. All students, faculty, and staff are welcome and able to attend any caucus meeting without invitation, although minutes will not be taken. Matters that need to come to the attention of the Senate may be discussed at caucus. No formal action or voting will take place during caucus.

C. Senators shall be required to fulfill all assignments as may be required by the Senate both in regular sessions and caucus.

D. The Senate, meeting in caucus, shall assign Senators to major ASISU committees.  These Senators shall act as ex-officio members of these committees and will be either voting or non-voting according to the by-laws of the respective committees.

E. Senators shall be required to attend each caucus meeting unless prior arrangements are made through the Senate Pro-Tempore.  After three (3) unexcused absences, the Senate Pro-Tempore shall report a Senator’s delinquency to the Senate as a whole during the regular weekly meeting.  At that time, the Senate may censure the Senator in question by a two-thirds (2/3) vote.  If censoring is imposed, the Senator in question shall be notified of the action by the Secretary of the Senate.

Clause 4:
Senate Committees

A. The Senate Rules Committee shall be a standing committee that shall be responsible for ensuring all legislation meets all guidelines as set forth in the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules.

1) At least six (6) Senators shall be selected by the second (2nd) caucus of the fall semester by the Senate Pro-Tempore in Caucus.

2) The Senator Pro-Tempore shall select, during Caucus, one (1) member of the Rules Committee or two (2) co-chairs to serve as chair of the rules committee.

B.  The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall be 
a standing committee that shall be responsible for 
reviewing, through interview and research, all ASISU 
appointments made by the President.

1)  At least six (6) Senators, representing a minimum (4) four colleges, shall be selected by the Senate Pro-Tempore by the second (2nd) Senate meeting of the fall semester to serve on the Senate Appointment and Review Committee.

2)  The Senate Pro-Tempore shall also select by the second (2nd) Senate meeting of the fall semester   one (1) member of the Senate Appointment and Review Committee to serve as chair of the committee.

3)  The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall interview all appointments made and shall take a formal vote as a committee either for or against the nomination made. 

4)
The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall bring voting results and a recommendation to the entire Senate to confirm or reject a Presidential nomination at the next Senate meeting following a Presidential appointment.

C. The Senate may wish to establish other committees for 
    special purposes as defined in the Senate Rule book.

A.  The Elections Code shall be considered to be additional Bylaws, with the full binding and governing force as these Bylaws, for the governing of the Association.  Amending the Elections Code must meet the same requirements as amendments to these Bylaws.

B. The Elections Code shall only deal with ASISU Elections and related activities.

C. All elections statutes beyond that addressed in the ASISU Constitution, shall be found in the Elections Code rather than these Bylaws.

Meeting Requirements

A. The Vice President is required to attend all Student Senate meetings of the year.  Any time the Vice-President cannot attend the President Pro-Tempore must be notified twenty-four (24) hours before the Senate meeting.

B. The President, Vice President, Senate Fiscal Officer, Student Lobbyist, Idaho Falls Campus Vice President, Elections Board Chair, also known as Election Commissioner, Senate Pro-Tempore, and the Student Voice Coordinator will attend President’s Cabinet meetings.

C. The newly elected President, Vice President, and appointed chairperson positions shall be required to attend the following meetings between the date of elections and the date of installation.

1) President-elect:

a. At least two (2) Student Senate meetings.

b. At least one (1) Senate Finance meeting.

c. At least one (1) Student Activities Board meeting.

2) Vice President-elect:

a. At least three (3) Student Senate meetings

b. At least one (1) Senate Finance meeting.

c. At least one (1) Student Activities Board meeting.

d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

3) Senate Fiscal Officer-appointee:

a. At least one (1) Student Senate meeting.

b. At least two (2) Senate Finance meetings.

c. C.E.A.S.A.R funding hearing.

d. The parliamentary procedure/general information workshop.

5)   A twenty-four (24) hour notice must be given to 
      the President of ASISU if any meetings will be
       missed.

6)   Any violation of attendance will be investigated
       by the Student Senate and appropriate action will 
       be taken before the last meeting of the Spring 
       Semester.

B. Weekly meeting at the President’s discretion, all regular meetings will be set one (1) month in advance.                                   

C. Attendance is mandatory.  If a Cabinet member is unable to attend, that member must send an assigned delegate.

1) Failure to attend eighty percent (80%) of the regular Cabinet meetings of a semester will result in automatic removal from office, and will be asked to pay back a proportionate amount of his or her scholarship for the term. 

2) Emergency meetings will not be included in this attendance policy.

D. An agenda will be set by the President and each member will be required to give a report.

E. Each member of the Cabinet is directly responsible to and accountable to the ASISU President, except the Senate Pro-Tempore, and the Idaho Falls Campus Vice President. 

F. If any governmental body of ASISU wants a report by any cabinet member, a request must go to the President forty-eight (48) hours before the called meeting.

G. If any ASISU member wishes to attend a Cabinet meeting, they must send a written or verbal request to the President asking to be placed on the agenda twenty-four (24) hours before the Cabinet meeting.

A. Eligibility

1) To serve as I.F. Campus Vice President, a student must be enrolled in at least eight (8) ISU credits, and a student must have attended at least one (1) course at the Idaho Falls campus during their term of office.

Clause 1:
The ASISU Senate’s Appointments and Review Committee shall reapportion the ASISU Senate every third year in the fall on the basis of full-time enrollment counting part-time enrollment at a 3:1 ratio (three (3) part-time students equal one (1) full-time student)

Clause 2:
The number of senators will be twenty (20).  The rightful number of senators from each college will be decided by taking the total number of full-time equivalent students (according to calculation from previous clause) from each individual college and dividing it by the total enrollment for the university.  This calculation will give a percentage. Take this percentage and multiply it by twenty (20).  The resulting number is the number of senators for that college. Always round down to closest whole number. For example: after calculations the College of Engineering has the number 1.25, therefore the college is given one senator. Repeat for each college.  If the case should arise that one or more senator(s) must be assigned to complete 20 senators, assign the senator(s) to the college(s) with the number closest to the next whole number. These numbers will be effective for the following academic year and should be used for the spring elections of the current academic year.

The reapportionment would be presented to the Senate in the form of a resolution for a majority vote of approval.

Outreach Campuses of Idaho State University can request ASISU funding for student programming, after campus reaches two hundred and fifty (250) registered Idaho State University students. A campus programmer will maintain funds.

Outreach Campuses of Idaho State University may request an ASISU Student officer team once the outreach campus maintains one thousand (1,000) registered students of Idaho State University for two academic years. The team will consist of a campus Vice President and a Campus Programmer. The Campus Vice President will be a member of the ASISU President’s Cabinet, and ex-officio member of the student Senate. 

Clause 3:
All Outreach Campuses will follow current ASISU By-Laws and Constitution.

Clause 4:

Clause 6:         If the student enrollment at the outreach campus drops below one thousand (1,000) or two hundred and fifty (250) for two consecutive years, then that outreach program will be reviewed by the ASISU Senate for dissolution.

Section 10:
Oath of Office 

Clause 1: 

The following oath of office shall be administered to every incoming officer:  I do solemnly swear to uphold the Constitution and By-laws of the Associated Student of Idaho State University and to act in a manner which will be a credit to the Association and Idaho State University. I promise to accept all duties assigned to me by the Student Senate and fulfill my responsibilities with diligence. I will, to my utmost, promote and enhance the name of Idaho State University.
MOVE TO SUSPEND SECOND READING. Johnson/Liddle. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

Between the Senate Rulebook and the By-laws, there were at least four different places discussing Senate office hours. She took anything in the By-laws pertaining to duties, responsibilities, clubs, etc., and put it into the Senate Rulebook. She didn’t take out anything having to do the executive branch, only pertaining to senators and duties. The only thing that is new is the clause that states what the Senate handbook is and the amendment process. The wording is similar and the process is the same as the election code. It is a great way to streamline the By-laws for senators to know their duties. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 320. Discussion. Senator Woodhouse makes a friendly amendment in Article 4 Standard Rules to strike the word “not.” Accepted. Senator Bolinger stated it was released from the Rules Committee. After they are passed, they go in a big binder. Senator Bolinger makes friendly amendment to change Term I to Term II. Vote. MOTION CARRIED.

This bill’s purpose is to remove the $5.00 filing  fee for candidates.

ELECTION CODE

5.3 Filing

1. The Filing Period for candidates shall open at 9am on the Monday before active campaigning begins and shall close on the Friday at 5pm before active campaigning begins.

2. All candidates appearing on the ballot must indicate their desire to run by completing an official Candidate Filing Form during the Filing period. The Candidate Registration Form shall be provided by the Commission and made available to the public.

3. Each candidate must pay a filing fee of $5.00 per candidate, per office, not to be returned unless declared ineligible to run for office, the election is canceled before the results are confirmed, or the candidate withdraws before the Candidate’s Meeting. This payment shall be made at the time that the candidate files his/her Candidate Filing Form.

3. 4. Candidate Filing Forms must be filed with a representative of the Commission.

4. 5. A candidate can withdraw from the election at anytime.

5. 6. A candidate shall only seek one office per election.

MOVE TO SUSPEND BY-LAWS ARTICLE 2 SECTION 1 CLAUSE 4 AND 8. Allbright/Jensen. Division. Vote. 13 yes, 5 no, 1 abstention. MOTION CARRIED.
MOVE TO RECESS FOR 5 MINUTES. Vote. MOTION CARRIED.
The meeting was called back to order at 8:02pm.

The bill has been released from rules. The purpose of the bill is to remove the $5 filing fee. It was instated to pay back the IT department for the election. The IT department is not charging for handling the election. The fee is not needed. It has never been there before. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 322. Allbright/Woodhouse. Objection. Senator Johnson read an email from Election Commissioner Kendall Johnson about changes made in the election code. She thinks the fee has been present but just not noticed. There was an oversight in the packet. Doing this makes the Senate look unprofessional. This discussion should have happened months ago. There was no debate on the election code. She doesn’t feel sorry for candidates who didn’t know that. She is against the bill. Senator Ngazimbi said no one knows what a filing fee is or what it is for. What is important is to where the money is going. Senator Jensen said the election materials don’t talk about paying the fee. The procedure isn’t outlined correctly. There was debate and research on the election code. Senator Saltzman agreed with Senator Johnson; they shouldn’t change the fee in mid forum. It was in the code. There was debate on the code but not on the $5 fee. President Spencer said the senators should have filed a complaint if they disagreed. They are bound to the code. He hasn’t heard any complaints. They have already paid the money. The time period is over. In order to refund it, a resolution must be passed. Senator Allbright said the deadline was already extended. President Spencer said he will veto the bill. If the senators vote on this issue, they would be giving themselves $5 and it would be a conflict of interest. Senator Ngazimbi asked where the money is going. President Spencer stated it doesn’t matter where the money goes. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Woodhouse/Messenger. Objection. Division. 11 yes 8 no. MOTION FAILS. Discussion. Senator Mangan asked where the money is going. Senator Johnson said the money goes back into the Election Commission’s budget for banners, posters, etc. Then, if it is not used it goes back to the contingency fund. Senator Allbright said they are not voting to give themselves $5. They are only voting so candidates don’t have to pay it. Senator Bolinger makes a friendly amendment to change Term I to Term II. Amendment accepted. The real issue is consistency. This was in the election code. Senator Bolinger said if the IT department is going to do this for free in the future, the fee is not needed. It looks worse to require the fee if no one knows about it. Senator Gault said it is a little too late this year to change it. He asked if there is a way to put it into effect to approve it for next year. Senator Woodhouse said they can work with it. MOVE TO INSERT “FOLLOWING THE 2009 ELECTION.” Portela/Saltzman. Most candidates have already paid the fee. Previous. Objection. Senator Saltzman said they should pay the $5 fee because it’s in the rules. Everyone running has had an opportunity to see the code. Previous. Objection. Previous. Vote. Division. 9 yes 10 no. MOTION FAILS. Previous. Objection. MOVE AS A SUBSIDIARY MOTION IN THE PURPOSE STATEMENT TO BUY PIZZA AND REFRESHMENTS FOR CANDIDATES WHO WILL ATTEND MANDATORY CANDIDATE MEETING. Messenger/Johnson. Discussion. Call to previous. Motion retracted. Vote. 11 yes 7 no. MOVE TO RECONSIDER VOTE. Johnson/Saltzman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Vote. 11 yes 8 no. MOTION FAILS.
ADJOURNMENT

MOVE TO ADJOURN. Johnson/Allbright. ASISU Secretary took roll. All senators were present. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
