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CALL TO ORDER

ROLL CALL

ASISU Secretary Emily Koskella took roll. All Senators were present except Senator Smith. Chair Dickinson was absent. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM MARCH 15, 2010. Briggs/Wagner. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO ADD UNDER NEW BUSINESS ASISU BUDGETS. Liddle/Lemos. Senator Briggs asked if that is debatable. Senator Bullock asked why it wasn’t on the agenda and why senators haven’t been given the budget outline. Objection. Discussion. Senator Briggs said he would like to wait and make sure all senators have been involved in looking at the money that has been allotted by the Finance Committee. There was a question of whether or not there is a surplus. There is now a definite surplus. Senator Wagner said he would like to see the budget as well. Senator Bloxham said the Finance Committee planned finalizing the budget today. We have known for at least two weeks that the surplus was solid. We chose not to allot it now to keep a cushion in the budget. Senator Bullock said if this was set two weeks ago, senators should have the budget before them. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Pond/Briggs. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Briggs asked if that motion was seconded. Yes, it was. Vote. Division. Roll call. MOTION FAILED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. Briggs/Bloxham. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
President’s Report

President Knight said the smoke free campus survey is going out. Boise State went to a smoke free campus in 2009. He encouraged senators to answer the survey and remind constituents to do the same.
Senator Summers asked if the survey is a link on BengalWeb or MyISU. The survey will be sent out in an email.

Senator Briggs asked if President Knight has plans for the April 5 Board of Education meeting. President Knight is going.
CHAIR REPORTS
Senator Summers said she met with the College of Education ASISU Scholarship committee. Senator Summers said the committee wanted to know when deciding how to distribute money for scholarships, if it would be better to give more bulk scholarships or spread out money and give out smaller scholarships. Senator Wagner said they left it up to the colleges to decide how they distribute the scholarships, whether in lump sums or smaller amounts. Senator Briggs said it is tradition to leave it up to the committee. Different committees have done it different ways. Out of order. It is to be allocated based on class. Senator Bloxham said for Health Professions, they didn’t have information for numbers of class sizes, just how many students applied from each class. They decided to spread it across the board. Senator Allbright said they should spread it across the board. It is a little more fair. Money for ASISU Scholarships are provided by the students and should be given back to those students. Senator Pond said he doesn’t know if the Senate should be making this decision. Scholarships should be spread out. Pro Tem Woodhouse asked if any committees distributed scholarships to seniors. Yes, they did. Senator Briggs said last year people were upset by the way the money was allotted. Our documents are legal documents, so there would be grounds for a lawsuit if money is not allocated properly. Awards are to be given by a formula. Senator Gower said their largest sum is equal to the next three years combined as a pre-pharmacy major. He wasked what section of Bylaws that would be covered in. He wants to make sure the money is going to the right place. Pro Tem Woodhouse said that would be an appropriate question to ask when discussing Bill 350.
Library Committee—Senator Summers said the committee wanted to make sure everyone knows about the Library Mini Golf event. The library affects specific colleges and resources. They are using funds from mini golf to purchase journals and periodicals to lessen the burden on particular departments.

Senator Frugoli said the College of Arts and Sciences ASISU Scholarship committee is awarding 40 scholarships.

1. Bill 349—Trip to Boise

SPONSORED BY KYLE WOODHOUSE COLLEGE OF ENGINEERING AND TYLER LIDDLE COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY

This Bill adds the requirement of one trip to Boise for the senators to receive their stipend. To take effect in the 2010-2011 academic year.

ARTICLE II- ASISU SENATOR 

Section 3- Meetings:  

A. Senate Meetings: The Senate shall meet at 7:00 p.m. every Wednesday at a place designated by the Vice President.  Two senate meetings shall be held on the Idaho Falls campus; one will be the first meeting in October, and the second the first meeting in February. Notice of meeting place shall be given one (1) week prior to regular meetings.  The End-of-the-Year Banquet will be considered an official and last meeting of the year.  

B. Office Hours: All Senators are required to attend at least one (1) set office hour per week during regular ASISU business hours.  The Senate Pro-Tempore must attend two office hours per week.  All ASISU Officers will sign in at the beginning of their office hours and out at the end of their office hours in a binder provided by the ASISU General Manager.  Any changes in a senator’s office schedule must be given to the Pro-Tempore.  Time spent in committee will not count as office hours.  Missing three hours in one semester shall count as one absence.  All missed office hours should be reported to the ASISU office and rescheduled if possible.

C. Caucus: The Senate shall meet for caucus one half hour prior to each Senate meeting in an open forum. All students, faculty, and staff are welcome and able to attend any caucus meeting without invitation, although minutes will not be taken. Matters that need to come to the attention of the Senate may be discussed at caucus. No formal action or voting will take place during caucus.

1. Senators shall be required to fulfill all assignments as may be required by the Senate both in regular sessions and caucus.

2. The Senate, meeting in caucus, shall assign Senators to major ASISU committees.  These Senators shall act as ex-officio members of these committees and will be either voting or non-voting according to the by-laws of the respective committees.

3. Senators shall be required to attend each caucus meeting unless prior arrangements are made through the Senate Pro-Tempore.  After three (3) unexcused absences, the Senate Pro-Tempore shall report a Senator’s delinquency to the Senate as a whole during the regular weekly meeting.  At that time, the Senate may censure the Senator in question by a two-thirds (2/3) vote.  If censoring is imposed, the Senator in question shall be notified of the action by the Secretary of the Senate.

D. Fall Retreat and Club Funding Workshop: ASISU Senators shall attend one club funding workshop sponsored by the Involvement Center by the end of the Fall semester. The End-of-the-Year Banquet will be considered an official and last meeting of the year.

E. Lobby effort in Boise: ASISU Senators are required to attend at least one trip to Boise for lobbying efforts per semester.  The penalty for not fulfilling this requirement will be a single $100 stipend cut per semester missed.

      1.    The Senate Pro-tempore will organize two trips to Boise per

 semester, using the Senate’s lobbyist fund.
F. Attendance Policy: 
1. The attendance policy as set by the constitution will be followed.  

2. In the event of extenuating professional or personal educational circumstances, a senator may appeal to the Senate in attempt to gain exemption from an absence.  Where possible, the appeal must be submitted to the ASISU Vice President the week prior to the intended absence(s). The absence will be considered exempt only by a majority vote of approval by the Senate.  Along with the exemption, the Senator will pay back the proportional amount of time spent in exemption.  In the event of unforeseen period of exemption, the Senate will receive the appeal upon the senator’s return.

3. Emergency meetings will not be included in attendance policy.

2. Bill 350—ASISU Scholarship
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This bill adds the requirement that ASISU Scholarships be awarded only to those persons who pay full ASISU fees.
ARTICLE VII: DISTRIBUTION OF ASISU SCHOLARSHIP FUND
Clause 1:
An applicant must be a full-time fee paying student of Idaho State University in order to be eligible to be awarded an ASISU Scholarship.

Clause 1 2:
The distribution of funds shall be based on figures for enrollment taken at ten (10) day enrollment figures, as supplied by the Registrar.  ASISU Academic Sophomore, Upperclass and Graduate Scholarship funds shall be distributed to each college in amounts proportional to the number of students within each college.  This will result in each college having an amount of money to distribute, not a number of scholarships.  Scholarships will be awarded in amounts not to exceed 50% of full time resident fees.  Each College Committee shall provide recommendations for distribution to the student senate in the amounts proportional to the number of full time fee paying students in each academic class (i.e. sophomore, junior and senior), and shall be distributed on the following basis: eighty percent (80%) emphasis on GPA and twenty percent (20%) emphasis on credit accumulation with a maximum of 128 allowed.  

Clause 2 3:      The Graduate Studies College Committee shall distribute money on the following basis:  1) For those individuals who do not have an established ISU graduate GPA the formula used will be weighted 60% emphasis on upper division undergraduate/entry GPA and 40% emphasis on the highest percentile scored on a graduate entrance standardized test. 2) For those individuals with an established ISU graduate GPA the formula used will be 10% emphasis on upper division undergraduate/entry GPA, 70% emphasis on *graduate GPA, and 20% emphasis on the highest percentile scored on a graduate entrance standardized test.  *3) Graduate GPA will be divided by an individual’s program of study’s average (over the last 3 years) GPA and then again dividing this number by 1.15, rather than using a 4.00.  This method is used so that all students can be recognized for their achievements in their own program of study. Scholarship funds not distributed will be returned to the ASISU Academic Sophomore, Upperclass and Graduate Scholarship fund accounts.

Clause 3 4:
Each college shall have an ASISU Scholarship Committee. The ASISU Scholarship Committee shall consist of all student senators from that college as well as two (2) faculty members from the same college. At least one senator must be present in the committee meeting where an official vote on the recommendation to the senate is taken. That recommendation shall be brought before the student senate to accept, reject, or amend.

Clause 4 5:
The enrollment figures considered shall be:

A. For a four (4) year program, the upper three (3) years shall be considered.

B. For a five (5) year program, the upper four (4) years shall be considered.

1) Formally adopted programs of five (5) years as stated in the ISU Bulletin shall be allowed to distribute evenly the number of students in the second year of that program throughout the remaining three (3) years of the program.

2) If the figures are not even, the larger number shall be added to the third (3rd) year of that program.

Clause 5 6:
Defined by the ISU Bulletin as a six (6) year program, the College of Pharmacy shall be allowed to use enrollment figures for the upper five (5) years of that program for enrollment consideration.

Clause 6 7:
Any new programs added by ISU to its bulletin which are five (5) year programs shall fall under Clause 2.

Clause 7 8:
Service Scholarship will be defined as: Being an elected officer or being appointed to an ASISU committee or position with a scholarship.

Out of order. MOVE TO SEND BILL 350 TO RULES. Liddle/Allbright. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
