CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Wheat called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB.
ROLL CALL

ASISU Administrative Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All senators were present with the exception of Senator Aduke. Executive Director, Student Unions and Involvement, Lowell Richards, Director, Campus Recreation and Intramural, Doug Milder, and Student Affairs/ ASISU Fiscal Officer, Jason Tolliver were in attendance. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 25, 2008. Benao/ Lora. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS & CORRESPONDENCE #3 DR. KREHBIEL AND UNDER NEW BUSINESS #1 ASISU BUDGET. Spencer/Benao. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
President’s Report

Tyler Kendall, Elections Board Chair, informed the senate that there are 34 candidates running in the general election. He encouraged senators from the College of Health Professions and the College of Technology to persuade their constituents to run as write-in candidates for those colleges. The College of Health Professions has one seat available, and the College of Technology has three seats available. He discussed the advertising methods that the election board used for the election. Discussion occurred on election deadlines. 

President Brown presented the Idaho State University Student Fee Distribution Schedule. Intercollegiate Athletics is requesting an increase to hire a NCAA Compliance Officer. The Student Health Center is requesting an increase to counter the increase in minimum wage and the increase in health care costs. Student Union Operations is requesting an increase for the increase in minimum wage and maintenance for the building. ASISU Activities is moving $2 for Center for Teaching and Learning to Student Support Services. Childcare Services is requesting an increase for the increase in personnel costs. Photo ID is requesting an increase to update equipment and technology. Intramurals/ Recreation is requesting an increase for personnel wages and to increase sport club funding, Bengal Dance Team, and Rodeo. Alumni Activities is requesting an increase to hire another employee. The scholarship line is requesting a decrease due to the decrease in the ASISU scholarship. All together, ISU is requesting a 7% increase. There are also several professional fee requests to several programs. The fee schedule will be published in The Bengal on Wednesday. Discussion occurred.
MOVE TO APPROVE MIKE DOWNS AS SUPREME COURT JUSTICE. Spencer/ Keim. Unanimous vote, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE JON WINN AS THE SUPREME COURT CHIEF JUSTICE. Spencer/ T. Itami. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. 
GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER
Tom Briggs and Bob Devine presented a petition concerning the new constitution. They requested that the senate put this on the ballot during the general election. MOVE TO EXTEND THE TIME BY FIVE MINUTES. Kunz/ Ngazimbi. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
Discussion occurred on how the petition was presented to students during the collection of signatures. MOVE TO EXTEND THE TIME BY FIVE MINUTES. Andrus/ Keim. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Discussion occurred on giving the senate an opportunity to put this item on the general election ballot. The petition specifies an addition to Article X of the Constitution “Section 5: Initiative and Referendums.” MOVE TO END DISCUSSION. Cheirrett/ Lora. With a vote, MOTION CARRIED.
ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Val Davids informed the senate that budget workshops are on March 12th at noon in the Middle Fork Room and March 13th at 4 p.m. in the Clearwater Room. 
Jacqueline Bonilla from the Literary Association informed the senate that they would like to change the election clause of their constitution. MOVE TO APPROVE THE CHANGES TO LITERARY ASSOCIATION’S CONSTITUTION. Andrus/ T. Itami. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. 
2. Randall Miller – Rugby Contingency Request: Ram Eddings from the Rugby Club requested money from the contingency fund to fix Bartz Field. The total cost to fix the field is about $80,000. They are requesting $20,000. The Rugby Club can do about 80% of the labor. Discussion occurred on making this request to Campus Recreation. Doug Milder informed the senate why Campus Recreation was maintaining their reserve funds. Fields are typically maintained by Grounds. Discussion occurred on the different groups that use Bartz Field. Discussion occurred on the request amount of $20,000 and how many students these funds would impact. Discussion occurred on the high school tournament/ clinic that ISU Rugby provides for high school students.   
3. Dr. Krehbiel – Student Media: Dr. Krehbiel has been looking into the management of The Bengal and KISU Radio. He informed the senate that he has been looking at various management models around the country. He is in the initial process of submitting recommendations for the management of the student newspaper and radio. He is recommending that a Student Media Board be created. The board would oversee KISU and TheBengal. He informed the senate that he did not want to recommend separating the newspaper and KISU from student government. By implementing some of these recommendations, they hope to increase ad sales, efficiencies on use of equipment, and other things. Another recommendation is to propose one director for both media groups. Melinda Christensen, Editor in Chief of the newspaper, felt that the board would really help because there would be experience from year to year. No specific timeline is proposed for the recommendations. Discussion occurred about student fees and the benefit of creating the board. MOVE TO RECESS FOR A MINUTE. Andrus/ Carpenter. MOTION CARRIED.

NEW BUSINESS

1. ASISU Budget: President Brown briefly went over the changes to the budget including travel for Idaho Falls. She briefly discussed the senate discretionary fund and senate stipends. She encouraged a stipend reduction and suggested that those funds be put into a discretionary fund. Discussion occurred on the Idaho Falls Student Government non-allocated line. Senator Cheirrett suggested that the name of the line be changed. Discussion occurred on the line called “apparel.” President Brown informed the senate that the line had been used in the past to buy identifying clothing. Last year, ASISU Pocatello terminated the line. MOVE TO EXTEND TIME BY 1 MINUTE. Cheirrett/ T. Itami. MOTION FAILED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT BUDGET WITH THE AMENDMENT TO STRIKE IF STUDENT GOVERNMENT APPAREL AND STRIKE “NON-ALLOCATED” AND INSERT “MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.” Andrus/ Spencer. Discussion occurred on stipends. MOVE TO STRIKE SENATE DISCRETIONARY AND PUT IT INTO STIPENDS. Cheirrett/ Spencer. With a vote of 14 yes, 4 no, and 1 abstention, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Andrus/ T. Itami. MOTION CARRIED. With a vote on the original motion, MOTION CARRIED.
MOVE TO ADJOURN. Cheirrett/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION FAILED. 

Discussion occurred on the petition discussed earlier. MOVE TO APPROVE THE PROPOSED REFERENDUM TO BE PLACED ON THE BALLOT DURING THE GENERAL ELECTION WITH THE AMENDMENTS  AS FOLLOWS: UNDER #2, CHANGE “MAJORITY” TO “2/3,” TO LOWER CASE “INITIATIVE” AND “REFERENDUM” THROUGHOUT THE DOCUMENT, UNDER #3, ADD A COMMA AFTER “TIMES,” UNDER #4, STRIKE “FOUR” AND INSERT “SIX,” UNDER #4 STRIKE THE LAST SENTENCE. A. Itami/ Spencer. A friendly amendment by Senator Cheirrett to strike “sent to students at least one week before the date of the vote on #3” and insert “published in the student newspaper at least once prior to the election”. 
Amendment accepted. MOVE TO UNSTRIKE “NUMBER SIX” AND ADD “STUDENT” BEFORE INITIATIVES OR REFERENDUMS. Benao/ Cheirrett. MOVE TO TABLE THIS ISSUE UNTIL NEXT MEETING. Andrus/ Cheirrett. With a vote, MOTION CARRIED.     
ADJOURNMENT

MOVE TO ADJOURN. Kunz/ Cheirrett. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. All senators were present with the exception of Senator Aduke. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 pm.
