CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Wheat called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB.
ROLL CALL

ASISU Administrative Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All senators were present with the exception of Senator T. Itami and Senator Ngazimbi. Student Affairs/ ASISU Fiscal Officer, Jason Tolliver and Executive Director, Student Unions and Involvement, Lowell Richards were in attendance Senator elect, Steven Saltzman, was present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM MARCH 10, 2008. Spencer/ Benao. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE #1 TROY CASE, DIRECTOR OF THE CAREER CENTER AND #2 SENATOR JOHNSON – I-MOVE, AND TO STRIKE #1 FROM OLD BUSINESS AND TO ADD TO NEW BUSINESS #1 BILL 301 – SAB AND #2 BENGAL THEATER CONTINGENCY. Spencer/ Carpenter. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
President’s Report

President Brown congratulated all of the new members of the senate and the new members of the executive branch on their win in the general election. 
The ASISU Banquet is on April 28th. Next week, the senate is voting on the student of the year and the student organization of the year. She is also emailing a nomination form to nominate a faculty member and a club advisor. 

The deadline for initial deposits is April 3rd at 5 p.m. 

Darrell Buffaloe, Associate Vice President, Faculties Services, has taken a department chair position at the College of Southern Idaho. 

The undergraduate research symposium is on April 10th.

Matt Spencer informed the senate of an appointment in Idaho Falls. MOVE TO APPROVE ERIC SWENSON AS THE IDAHO FALLS STUDENT VOICE COORDINATOR. Spencer/ Johnson. Discussion occurred on the appointment process. MOVE TO SUSPEND THE BYLAWS: ARTICLE 1 SECTION 3 CLAUSE 4 PART B. Spencer/ Cheirrett. MOTION CARRIED. A vote was taken on the original motion, MOTION CARRIED. 
President Brown announced that there are two pending supreme court cases. One involves the College of Pharmacy and how P3s and P4s can vote. The other case is concerning Graduate Studies. Tyler Kendall is coming to certify the election results next Monday. 

COMMITTEE REPORT
Senator Carpenter reported from the Campus Technology Committee. They talked about changing the campus email over to a different account (Microsoft or Gmail). 
Senator Lora reported from the Affirmative Action Policy Committee.  

CHAIR REPORT
Bryan Wheat congratulated every candidate and the Election Board on a successful general election. 
ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Troy Case, Director of the Career Center, brought information about the career fair. The career fair attendance has steadily been declining. Idaho Falls is going to have one career fair a year. He requested the senate’s opinion on the issue of low attendance. Senator Benao encouraged the director to advertise more. Senator Andrus informed the director that it is hard for some students to make a trip across campus to attend the fair. He suggested that it be put in the Rendezvous or another high traffic area. Senator Aduke hoped that the Health Fair could be moved to the spring semester. Troy informed the senate that most health profession students have a job lined out by the spring semester. Senator Aduke also suggested that it be a bigger event and combine some of the employers. He suggested that professors be aware and supportive of the career fair. Senator Bolinger informed the senate that he enjoyed going to the fall semester fair. He felt it was a good way to figure out what was out there. Senator Carpenter suggested that the fair be more diverse (include more professions). She would like fliers to specify which employers would be attending the event. Senator Spencer suggested a more diverse fair or having several job specific fairs. Senator Cheirrett suggested Student Voice surveys. Senator Carpenter suggested a career fair week. Collaboration with other universities in Idaho was discussed. 
2. Senator Johnson – I-Move: She informed the senate that they went to the American College Dance Festival during Spring Break. I-Move was chosen to go to New York to perform at a national level.
OLD BUSINESS

1. Rugby Contingency Request: MOVE TO APPROVE THE RUGBY CONTINGENCY REQUEST IN THE AMOUNT OF $20,000. Carpenter/ Aduke. Senator Spencer asked about the feasibility of moving the team to Cadet Field. Ram Eddings informed the senate that this area is not large enough. The only spot on campus that works is Bartz Field. Ram talked about the problems with rain and flooding. Randall Miller informed the senate that the Rugby Club is not the only club that uses the field. P.E. classes, recreation, and other groups use the field. Senator Bolinger informed the senate that he felt that this was a good use of student money but felt that $20,000 was too much. Senator Carpenter asked if Facilities could fund part of this. Facilities put in many supplies to help the field and has been very supportive so far. Ram informed the senate that the field situation is not getting any better and needs to be improved. Senator Cheirrett asked for a clarification on the expenses in the request. Fundraising was discussed. Fundraised money typically goes towards club travel and other club expenses. Senator Andrus reminded the senate that funds are running low in the contingency fund. Senator A. Itami informed the senate that she was also concerned with the balance in the contingency fund. Previous. Senator Loya informed the senate that this was an important request and needed to be granted. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Young/ Cheirrett. Motion retracted. A friendly amendment by Senator Young to suspend the bylaws: Article IV Section 2 Clause 2 and 3. Amendment accepted. Discussion occurred. A friendly amendment by Senator Bolinger to make the amount $13,000. Amendment accepted. MOVE TO AMEND THE BILL THAT ASISU TAKE $10,000 FROM THE CONTINGENCY FUND BARRING THAT $10,000 BE MATCHED BY CAMPUS RECREATION. Cheirrett/ Young. Previous. With a vote, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Spencer/ A. Itami. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. With a vote of 16 yes and 2 no, MOTION CARRIED. 
MOVE TO RECESS FOR 7 MINUTES. Spencer/ Cheirrett. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

THIS BILL SEEKS TO REMOVE ARTICLE II SECTION 1 CLAUSE 9 FROM THE BY-LAWS.  THE BENGAL NEWSPAPER FALLS UNDER LINE ITEM ACCOUNTS AND THEREFORE ANY CHANGES IN THEIR BUGDGET MUST BE MADE THROUGH THE BUDGET PROCESS.

ARTICLE II:

LEGISLATION TC "ARTICLE II:

Section 1:
Bills TC "Section 1:
Bills" \f C \l "2" 


Clause 1:
Bills shall only be sponsored by the Student Senators.

Clause 2:
Bills may be presented either orally or written at the first (1st) presentation.

Clause 3:
All bills will be presented in the Idaho Legislation form for final presentation.

Clause 4:
All bills shall be presented one (1) week prior to final action.

Clause 5:
Any emergency legislation shall require suspension of the rules by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of those members present.  Rules shall not include the Constitution.

Clause 6:
Any and all previous bills, by-laws, or resolutions passed by the ASISU Senate shall be binding until changed by appropriate legislation.

Clause 7:
Any written legislation may be read by title only on the first (1st) reading.

Clause 8:
Bills and resolutions being brought before the Senate must be available to the Senators by 5:00pm the Thursday before their initial presentation.  The sponsor of the bill or resolution will be responsible for notifying the Senators of its availability and where they may obtain the information.

Clause 9:
The Communications Board must hold a public hearing for any directive or motion, which reduces the Bengal Newspaper fee.  Senate shall not reduce the Bengal Newspaper fee without approval from the Communications Board.

A. The Communications Board shall schedule a public hearing by a majority vote upon Senate request, or first introduction of a directive or motion.

B. No reduction of the Bengal Newspaper Fee shall take place until this hearing is held.

C. Senate action may go against the Communications Board’s recommendation only by a three-fourths (¾) vote. 

D. Two (2) weeks prior to the bill’s public hearing, the Communications Board shall publish in the Bengal a public notice stating changes in the Bengal Newspaper fee, the date, time and place of the hearing, and the reason for the change.

E. The Communications Board Chair shall set the format and shall preside at each hearing.






No other business may be conducted at such hearings.

THIS BILL SEEKS To remove the early learning center advisory board and the Student Health Insurance Advisory Board from the list of senate standing committees, as they are university committees and should not fall under this heading.  It also seeks to define the term standing committee.
ARTICLE V:

Section 1:

Clause 1:
A standing committee shall be defined as those senate committees which exist from year to year.
Clause 12: 
Student members of standing committees shall be appointed by the President with majority approval of the entire Senate and shall be responsible to the President.

Clause 23:
The interview process is mandatory when appointing ASISU Committee Chairpersons, committee members, and any individuals appointed by the President who receive ASISU Service Stipends.

A. The interview for Committee members shall be conducted by the President and Committee Chairperson. 

B. The interview for Committee Chairs shall be conducted by the President.

                       Clause 3 4:
Any individual conducting ASISU interviews shall 

                                                conform to the following guidelines, unless Senate has

                                                approved otherwise:

A. All ASISU interviews shall be conducted without discrimination of any kind on the basis of age, race, gender, religion, national origin, disability, or sexual/affectional orientation.

B. The individual conducting the interviews shall generate in advance a standardized list of questions that shall be asked of all interviewees, not including follow-up questions

C. All interviewees shall be notified by phone or in writing via email of the selection results within seven (7) days of the final interview.

D. All applications and resumes shall be kept by the ASISU Office for the current school year in which the interview was conducted and dismissed by the end of the same school year.

E. All prospective applicants into any ASISU position must turn in an official copy of their resume at least 48 hours prior to the interview.

                         Clause 4 5:
The following shall be ASISU standing committees:

A. Elections and Communications Board – one (1) Chairperson, one (1) Assistant Chair for Elections, one (1) Assistant Chair for Communications, at least two (2) students and one (1) ex officio.

B. Finance Committee – one (1) chairperson, ten (10) students, and two (2) ex-officio  one (1) Senate Finance Officer, seven (7) senators, the ASISU President, and the Executive Vice President.

C. Early Learning Center Advisory Board – four (4) students, and one (1) senator.

D. Student Health Insurance Advisory Board – four (4) students, and one (1) ex-officio

C. Government Relations Board – one (1) Director of Government Relations (Lobbyist), one (1) Deputy Director of Government Relations (Deputy Lobbyist), one (1) Student Activism Coordinator, and a volunteer student board.
