CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Hargraves, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception of Senator Bollinger and Senator Bloom who were excused, and Senator Stone who was not excused. Deanna Strang Johnson, Elysia Lora, Jordan Cheirrett, Chelsey Keim, and Carissa Butticci senators elect, Bryan Wheat, Vice President elect, and Lowell Richards Student Union Director/ASISU General Manager were present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM APRIL 9, 2007. Borrowman/ Young. With a unanimous vote, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE FOLLOWING ADMENDMENTS TO ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE #1 IMPEACHMENT DISCUSSION, TO STRIKE DOUG MILDER FROM ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE, AND ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE #7 SENATOR NGAZIMBI - NOMINATIONS. Borrowman/Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him some time. The State Board of Education meeting is this Thursday. President Sargent met the newest member of the state board. He expressed his confidence in this individual. He thanked the finance committee for their good work with the CEASAR funding hearing which occurred this past Saturday. Due to the events that occurred at Virginia Tech, ISU will be holding a moment of silence at noon on Wednesday on the quad. President Sargent urged some modification with Bill 277 or he will be vetoing the bill. He feels that the removal of office and the campaigning dollar amounts needed to be changed. President Sargent also urged some changes to Bill 278. He felt that family was a loose term and needed to be better defined. President Sargent also discussed Bill 279. He was concerned with clause three. He felt that senate was the last place that election guidebook interpretation was brought to. President Sargent also discussed Bill 280. He is in support of this bill. President Sargent also wanted to discuss the Supreme Court impeachments. He felt that hard evidence should be brought forth. He is also concerned with the timing of the issue. He felt that the standards now compared to the standards in the past have changed for members of the supreme court. He feels that the senate has been very retroactive this year. He encourages them to be proactive and focus on the real issues at hand. Senator Knapp was concerned with why President Sargent waited until now to tell them the problems with the bills. Discussion occurred on professionalism among senate and the president. 
CHAIR REPORT
Chairwoman Hargraves informed the senate that the Power of Communication is tomorrow at 4:00 p.m. The Big ISU Spring Fest is also happening this week.
COMMITTEE REPORT

Zane Mickelsen, Council for Teaching and Learning, informed the senate that the committee will be sending out a survey to faculty to decide which classrooms need updated. 
Senator Stoddard, Registrar Search Committee, informed the senate that they are reviewing applicants. The academic honors issue is going to be presented to faculty senate. Senator T. Itami, Curriculum Council, is going well. This Thursday will be the last Curriculum council meeting.
GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER
Jesse Sena, Greek Council President, came to talk about the character of Joelle Brown. In high school, she was involved in many different clubs and activities. She currently is the founder of the campus civitan. She is also involved in many different clubs and organizations on campus. He strongly urges the senate to be aware of her character. 
Bryan Wheat presented on behalf of Jennifer Brown. He wanted to inform the senate that they held Program Board Chair interviews. Stuart Summer is the choice for this position. Senator Ngazimbi asked if the program board positions will be filled before summer starts. The senate was informed that these positions will be filled before summer break. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Impeachment Discussion: Justice Chase Mickelsen approached the senate to represent Joelle Brown. Senator Olson felt that the supreme court should be as unbiased as possible. She informed the senate that she saw Joelle Brown campaigning for Brown/ Wheat with a campaign button and working at the potato bar. Justice Mickelsen informed the senate that he felt that wearing a button for one day was an honest mistake. He also informed the senate that Joelle was not trained, so she does not know how to act as a justice. Discussion occurred on upholding the ASISU bylaws. Senator Knapp informed the senate that she did see the Joelle Brown campaigning for Brown/ Wheat. She does not feel that this would sway the election. She also felt that it was not a question of character. She hopes that they can get someone to uphold the bylaws. Senator Borrowman read a brief statement from Joelle Brown for the reason she was not in attendance. Senator Borrowman read some bylaws and felt that most of the bylaws were very contradictory. Senator Borrowman felt that Joelle is not in violation of any bylaws. She felt that the best action for this situation would be to write better bylaws. Senator Ngazimbi discussed Senator Emile’s case of resignation. He discussed Joelle’s case of probable violation of the bylaws. He believes that Joelle should be impeached because he thinks that she violated the bylaws. Senator Olson informed the senate that it is not about how qualified Joelle is. She feels that things that are wrong should be fixed. She informed the senate that Joelle is on grounds of impeachment. Justice Mickelsen felt that Joelle was accountable by recusing herself in cases. Senator Todd Itami informed the senate that the way to fix this is to write a bylaw. He felt that the senate is being very retroactive. He felt that singling out two people was not a good conduct. Move to extend the topic by 5 minutes. Ngazimbi/ Mattern. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Senator Obi discussed Fabien Emile’s resignation. He felt that Senator Emile was forced to resign. According to senate meeting minutes, Senator Emile willingly resigned. Senator Obi wanted to express his concern that Joelle should be impeached. Senator Bell felt that helping the supreme court understand the bylaws would be the solution. Senator Higbee felt that Joelle did what she could. MOVE TO TABLE THIS DISCUSSION UNTIL NEXT WEEK. Higbee/. Due to no second on the motion, MOTION FAILED. MOVE TO THE NEXT AGEND ITEM. MOVE TO IMPEACH JOELLE BROWN AND KYRSTEN HANSEN. Ngazimbi/ Olson. A friendly amendment by Senator Knapp to vote on the justices individually. Amendment accepted. A roll call vote was called for. Senator Aduke voted no. Senator Bell voted no. Senator Borrowman voted no. Senator Fredrickson voted yes. Senator Grover voted no. Senator Higbee voted no. Senator A. Itami voted no. Senator T. Itami voted no. Senator Knapp voted yes. Senator Mattern voted yes. Senator Ngazimbi voted yes. Senator Obi voted yes. Senator Olson voted yes. Senator Stoddard voted no. Senator Young voted no. With a vote of 6 yes and 9 no, MOTION FAILED ON THE VOTE OF JOELLE BROWN. President Sargent read Kyrsten Hansen’s statement. A vote was taken on Kyrsten Hansen. Senator Aduke voted no. 4. Val Davids – New Club Constitution: Idaho State Student Social Work Association was presented. They will have representatives from Idaho Falls and Twin Falls. MOVE TO APPROVE IDAHO STATE STUDENT SOCIAL WORK ASSOCIATION CONSTITUTION. Borrowman/ Young. Unanimous MOTION CARRIED. On April 25 at noon and 4 p.m. and April 26 at 4 p.m., Val will be holding new officer training workshops.
5. Jim Fullerton – Proposed Changes to Student Code of Conduct and Student Conduct Board: He informed the senate that he has been serving as the judicial officer. They have been working on an update of the student code of conduct. They are making it more update with the national standards. The biggest change will be that a student with an infraction to the student code will meet before the judicial officers. The student also has right to an appeal. He hopes to make this an educational experience for both students who want to sit on the conduct board and breaches from the student code of conduct violator.

Mickelsen informed the senate that his call for time was just a call for rules of order.

The finance committee was concerned with CEASAR funding. They felt that there was abuse of computer equipment. They also felt that some senate members did not even understand CEASAR funding. He feels that the senate should take care of this issue. 

Senator Borrowman informed Mickelsen that she felt that he did a fantastic job this year. Senator T. Itami apologized to the finance committee for his conduct at the CEASAR funding workshop. 

5. Dr. Kreibel: Explanation of Virginia Tech: About 50 people were shot at Vigrinia Tech today. He informed the senate that they should have received two emails. He informed the senate that there will be councilors available and heightened security over the next few days. He requests that everyone pay particular attention to the environment around them. He also advises that if you suspect any thing that is out of the norm, please contact him, the counseling center, or public safety.

ARTICLE I:  STUDENT GOVERNMENT


Section 11:  ASISU Supreme Court

Clause 1:
ASISU Supreme Court Justices must be impartial and unbiased in any matter being discussed by the Senate or being brought before the court.  If a Supreme Court Justice involves him or herself in a matter before the Senate, or any other party, that Justice must recuse him or herself if the action comes before the ASISU Supreme Court.

A. Supreme Court Justices shall not attend any Senate meeting unless specifically summoned by majority action of the Senate.

B. Supreme Court Justices shall not meet with any involved individual regarding a potential, upcoming, or current matter in the Court unless they are seeking clarification by request of the whole Court, or fulfilling requirements laid out in Section 12 Clause 3.

C. No member of the Supreme Court shall have any immediate familial relation with any member of the Legislative or Executive Branch. ASISU.

ARTICLE VIII: 
ASISU ELECTION PROCEDURES

Preamble:
The Associated Students recognize the education of the membership as the primary mission to Idaho State University.  The Associated Students therefore establish the following guidelines to prevent the campaign and election process from interfering with the education opportunities of students.  The Elections and Communications Board shall be established to enforce the following guidelines, the Election Guidebook, and preserve fairness in all ASISU elections and will be referred to in this Article as the ‘Election Board

Section 1:
Election Guidebook

Clause 1:
Any changes to the Election Guidebook must be brought to the senate two (2) weeks before any election takes place and must pass by a majority vote of the senate.

Clause 2:
The Election Board will be prohibited from making any additions to or subtractions from the Election Guidebook during any active election.

Clause 3:
Any discrepancies, misunderstandings, or clarifications of the Election Guidebook must be brought to the senate for interpretation.

B.  The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall be a standing committee that shall be responsible for reviewing, through interview and research, all appointments made by the President.

1)  At least six (6) Senators, representing a minimum (4) four colleges, shall be selected by the Senate Pro-Tempore by the second (2nd) Senate meeting of the fall semester to serve on the Senate Appointment and Review Committee.

2)  The Senate Pro-Tempore shall also select by the second (2nd) Senate meeting of the fall semester   one (1) member of the Senate Appointment and Review Committee to serve as chair of the committee.
3) The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall interview all appointments made and shall take a formal vote as a committee either for or against the appointment nomination made.
(3) (4) The Senate Appointment and Review Committee shall bring voting results and a recommendation to the entire Senate to confirm or reject a Presidential nomination at the next Senate meeting following a Presidential appointment.
