CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Brown, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception of Senator Aduke, Senator Fredrickson, and Senator Ngazimbi who were excused and Senator Obi who was absent. Angela Carpenter, Daren Kunz, Heather McAdam, and Carissa Butticci senators elect, Tom Briggs, student, Jason Tolliver Fiscal Officer, Lowell Richards Student Union Director/ASISU General Manager, and Noah House Vice President of Idaho Falls were present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM MARCH 26, 2007 WITH THE ADMENDMENT TO CHANGE GALLERY QUESTION AND ANSWER FROM VICE PRESIDENT OF IDAHO FALLS TO COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY VICE PRESIDENT AND TO CHANGE THE VOTE RESULTS FOR RESOLUTION 457 TO A MAJORITY VOTE. Borrowman/ Hargraves. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE FOLLOWING ADMENDMENTS TO STRIKE VAL DAVIDS FROM ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE AND ADD #1 ZANE MICKELSEN AND TO ADD TO NEW BUSINESS #2 ELECTION DISCUSSION. Hargraves/ Borrowman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him some time. President Vailas went to Idaho Falls for a general assembly. There was a really good turn out for this event. Idaho Falls students were concerned with being disconnected with all student leaders. President Sargent felt that Student Government needed to do a better job of connecting with Idaho Falls students. Idaho State University proposed the lowest fee increase out of all of the Idaho colleges. Governor Otter signed house Bill 328 which would give money to a needs based scholarship fund. Idaho State University will be receiving 10.2 million dollars for building maintenance. 
CHAIR REPORT
The CEASAR funding hearing will be held on April 14th at 9 p.m. in this room. Vice President Brown will also be asking the senate for their student of the year award recommendations. 

The Senate Pro-tempore thanked Lowell Richards on behalf of the senate for providing dinner for them last week. 

Senate Pro-tempore vote: With a majority vote, Senator Hargraves will remain the senate pro-tempore. 
COMMITTEE REPORT

GALLERY QUESTION & ANSWER
Bob Devine approached the senate with his concern with the number of students at ISU. He felt that the total number of students was quite higher. He felt that this invalidates the constitution election. He also wanted to apologize to the senate and supreme court for his article published in The Bengal. He realizes now that his allegations were not factual and came from an invalid source.
Tom Briggs informed the senate that he was informed that his suite needed to be broken down into separate suites. His suite was dropped. He was not contacted about this and feels that the supreme court dealt with this issue in an unfair manner. He also informed the senate that he was disappointed in the election, but is discouraged with the issue. He was also concerned about the Reed Gym Expansion Project. 
President Sargent discussed the Reed Gym Expansion Project. He informed the senate that the floor plan changed because it accommodates for a future expansion. He also felt that senators who were concerned with the Reed Gym needed to be going to the planning meetings on Friday afternoons. 

Bill McGlaughlin informed the senate that if they want to see what has been going on at the Reed Gym planning meetings then they can come up to see him or Doug. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Zane Mickelsen – Discussion occurred on funding continuing education for club member. MOVE TO REALLOCATE STUDENT PHYSICAL THERAPY ASSOCIATIONS’ REQUEST OF $550 FROM COMBINED SECTIONS MEETING TO CLIPBOARDS FOR FUNDRAISER $350, MEAT FOR ANNUAL BBQ $50, AND $150 TO CONTINUING EDUCATION. Borrowman/ Mattern. Unanimous. Objection. Discussion. Previous. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.  Mickelsen also addressed the issue of the Chinese Association funding concern. They did not meet the deadline for CEASAR funding. He addressed the letter that Wendy Wong, the president of the club, sent to the senate. Discussion occurred among the senate. They discussed the issue of communication among the senate and the clubs. 
2. Chinese Folk Dance – CEASAR Funding Concern:  Wendy Wong, the president of the Chinese Association, approached the senate with her concern with the deadline of CEASAR funding. They missed the deadline. She expressed why their club deserved the CEASAR funds. Lily Ye from Chinese Folk Dance club approached the senate to explain why they need CEASAR funds. She also described various activities that this club does for the community. She informed the senate that the reason for their funding form being late was because she and her advisor were out of town. Both clubs are asking for the senate to consider their request. MOVE TO EXTEND THE INITIAL DEPOSIT REQUEST FORM DEADLINE TO THIS FRIDAY, APRIL 7 AT NOON FOR THE CHINESE FOLK DANCE CLUB AND THE CHINESE ASSOCATION. T. Itami/ Bell. Unanimous. Objection. Discussion occurred. Senator T. Itami informed the senate that he felt that it was a great thing for clubs to approach the senate with their concerns. A friendly amendment by Senator Grover to change the time from noon on Friday to noon on April 3. Amendment accepted.  Discussion occurred on other clubs who wanted to appeal their deadline. Senator Knapp felt that they should open up the deadline for all clubs, if they were going to make an exception for this club. Senator Borrowman felt that they should strive for consistency. She felt that a deadline is a deadline, and ASISU should not be their only source for funding. She does not feel that exceptions should be made because she feels that the bylaws should be followed. Senator Stoddard informed the senate that he agrees with T. Itami, but on the other hand, felt that they could have success with fundraising. Previous. With a vote of 7 yes and 8 no, MOTION FAILED.  MOVE TO REOPEN THE INITIAL DEPOSIT REQUEST FORM UNTIL WEDNESDAY, APRIL 4 AT NOON. Grover/ T. Itami. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Grover/ Bloom. With a majority of no votes, MOTION FAILED.  Discussion occurred. Senator Bell felt that by supporting this he is supporting the clubs. Clubs help make the university look better. A friendly amendment by Senator Young to suspend any necessary bylaws (article IV Section 7 Clause 3 subsection 2). Amendment accepted. Discussion occurred on the issue. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Hargraves/ Stone. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. A roll call vote was called for. Senator Young voted yes. Senator Stone voted no for several reasons. One of those reasons was because the senate should not be 100% responsible for club funds. She felt like everyone should be responsible with deadlines. Senator Stoddard voted no. Senator Olson voted yes. Senator Mattern voted yes. Senator Knapp voted no. Senator T. Itami voted yes. Senator A. Itami voted yes. Senator Higbee voted no. Senator Hargraves voted no. Senator Grover voted yes. Senator Borrowman voted no. Senator Bollinger voted no. Senator Bloom voted yes. Senator Bell voted yes. With a vote of 8 yes and 7 no, MOTION FAILED. Senator Stoddard discussed having a compromise. MOVE TO EXTEND BY FIVE MINUTES. Stoddard / A. Itami. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. Discussion occurred. The finance committee chair addressed the senate. He felt that the motion was not good because of the deadline. He wanted the senate to think about the implications that senate action has. Senator Knapp wanted to know who would email the clubs and take care of the change in the deadline.
