CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Brown, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Assistant Jessica Alexander took roll.  All Senators were present with the exception of Senator Fredrickson. Elysia Lora, Jordan Cheirrett, Jason Andrus, Daren Kunz senators elect, Bryan Wheat, Vice President elect, Katie Anderson, Idaho Falls Vice President elect, Jason Tolliver ASISU Fiscal Officer and Lowell Richards Student Union Director/ASISU General Manager were present. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM APRIL 16, 2007. Hargraves/ Borrowman. With a unanimous vote, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE FOLLOWING ADMENDMENTS TO STRIKE #4 ON OLD BUSINESS AND ADD TO ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE #3 IF VICE PRESIDENT ELECT #4 JESSICA CAVALERI AND #5 SENATOR HARGRAVES.  Hargraves/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
Presidents Report

President Sargent thanked the senate for giving him some time. He attended the State Board meeting last week. ISU received a 5% increase in student fees for this coming year. The rising cost of tuition was a major discussion during the meeting. The State Board granted permission to own the Meridian building on the Boise campus. They also approved ISU offering a Ph.D. in counseling in the treasure valley. He thanked the senators for changing the wording in the bills last week. There is a scholarship available for those students who have 60 credit hours and have left school and returned. Senator Knapp wanted to clarify some statements made during the last senate meeting. President Sargent thanked the senate for helping out this year. 
CHAIR REPORT
Chairwoman Brown informed the senate that they need to turn in their stipend checklists and to RSVP for the end of the year award ceremony. 
COMMITTEE REPORT

Senator Borrowman informed the senate that faculty senate met today. Next week in their executive meeting. They will discussing the honors program information. Senator Borrowman will relay the information to the senators.
Senator Ngazimbi informed the senate that the club investigation committee will be investigating Scabbard and Blade Club and Bengal Ranger Club.

Jason Schlegal wanted to tell the outgoing senators that they did a great job this year. He asked the senate a trivia question about program board.

1. Zane Mickelsen – Reallocation Request
MOVE TO APPROVE SOCIETY OF WOMEN ENGINEER’S REALLOCATION REQUEST OF $82 FROM ENGINEERING WEEK TO ENGINEERING PICNIC. Borrowman/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
MOVE TO APPROVE NATIONAL SOCIETY OF PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERS’ REALLOCATION REQUEST OF $80 FROM UTAH STATE FAIR GAS TO TWIN FALLS GEOTECHNICAL TRIP. MOVE TO APPROVE NATIONAL SOCIETY OF PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERS’ REALLOCATION REQUEST OF $55 FROM ENGINEER’S WEEK TO CONFERENCE. Borrowman/ Young. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. 
2. Appointment and Review Committee: Senator Borrowman informed the senate that the committee met on Friday. She expressed her appreciation for senators who participated in this. MOVE TO APPROVE BRITTNEY HUNZEKER AS THE SENATE FISCAL OFFICER. Borrowman/ Higbee. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE STUART SUMMERS AS THE PROGRAM BOARD CHAIR. Borrowman/ Young. Unanimous. Objection. Discussion occurred on whether or not Summers had the experience that was needed for this position. Stuart Summers addressed the senate. He addressed their concerns of him being coached into the position. He informed the senate that he received a lot of encouragement to apply for this position. He informed the senate that he was the Student Union’s graphics center manager. He also informed the senate that he felt he was qualified for this position and felt that he would do an excellent job. Senator Knapp questioned Summer about general election week and destructive use of a golf cart. He expressed that this claim was false. Senator Young discussed the appointment of the Program Board Chair. Vice President elect Bryan Wheat informed the senate that he sat in on the interview and expressed his full confidence in Stuart Summers as Program Board Chair. He expressed how qualified Summers was for this position. Previous. Objection. Discussion occurred on friendships among ASISU and people being appointed to any ASISU position. Senator Hargraves expressed how she got experience within ASISU. She informed the senate that students shouldn’t be punished for knowing and being friends with many people on campus. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Hargraves/ Young. With a vote majority of no vote, MOTION FAILED. Senator Stone was concerned with Summers being a top choice for this position prior to application deadlines. Senator Bollinger wanted some more information on the managerial skills that Summers had experience with. Vice President Elect Bryan Wheat informed the senate that the Program Board Chair had a lot of managerial tasks. He described some of these tasks. Summers discussed the graphics improvements. He discussed his resume with the senate.  Senator T. Itami asked Summers questions about budget knowledge. President Elect Jennifer Brown discussed why she chose Stuart Summers. She informed the senate that he held a very professional interview. She told the senate why she did not present Summers before now. She informed the senate that she did not intended to wait until the last senate meeting to appoint Summers. Previous. With a vote of 10 yes and 8 yes, MOTION CARRIED. 
3. IF Vice President Elect: MOVE TO APPROVE JIM KANZO, COURTNEY DICKSON, NATHAN HANSEN, AND KYLA HANSON FOR IDAHO FALLS POSITIONS IN THE PROGRAM BOARD.   Borrowman/ Young.  Katie Anderson Idaho Falls Vice President Elect discussed with the senate on why she chose those people for the positions. Previous. With a unanimous vote, MOTION CARRIED. 
4. Jessica Cavaleri: She informed the senate that she attended all but one senate meeting during the semester. She wanted to go over some of her concerns with the senate. She felt that some senators rolled their eyes when students approach the senate. She felt that students were disenfranchised. She felt that being a good senator was about representing the students. She does not feel that that this has happened this year. She informed the senate that she felt that Senator Rowe was the best senator of the year. She informed the senate that she had been disappointed with several things that senate has done. She was surprised that senate sent option three to students to vote on. She told the senate that the senators from her own college have not been representing her. She felt that the senate should have apologized for option two not being sent to vote for the students. She felt that the general elections were terrible. She felt that Diana Painter was not lying about Program Board members driving over election signs during the elections. She read the definition of “cronyism” to the senate. She felt that people should be appointed because of their qualifications not because of their relations to members of ASISU. 

5. Senator Hargraves: She discussed Senator Obi making up office hours for one missed during a previous week.  MOVE TO ALLOW SENATOR OBI TO REPLACE HIS OFFICE HOURS MADE IN ONE WEEK TO ANOTHER WEEK. Hargraves/ Stone. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. 
Doug Milder approached the senate with the new Reed Gym Expansion Plan. He presented on the new plan. Senators asked questions based on the presentation. With this plan the Reed Gym will lose two double tennis courts, but no parking will be affected. Senator Borrowman informed the senate that this was a really great middle ground compromise. Discussion occurred on a time line. This project will go to the State Board in June. This project will probably bid next spring and will take about 18 months to complete.

THE PURPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO ESTABLISH CRITERIA FOR REAPPORTIONMENT.
ARTICLE I:

Section 7:

Clause 1:
The ASISU Senate’s Operations and Appointments Committee shall reapportion the ASISU Senate itself every third year. on the basis of full-time enrollment counting part-time enrollment at a 3:1 ratio (three (3) part-time students equal one (1) full-time student) in accordance with the ASISU Constitution.
Clause 2:
Reapportionment should be done using the proportional method, recognizing that the Student Senate shall have at least one senator from each of the academic colleges, the College of Technology School of Vocational-Technical Education, and the Graduate School, as outlined in the ASISU Constitution.

A. 
The following formula shall be used to apportion Senate seats: total headcount  per college divided by the total enrolled (as determined by end-of-term figures) which is the sum of full-time plus part-time students who are counted at a 3:1 ratio (three (3) part-time students shall be equal to one (1) full-time student), in accordance with the ASISU Constitution, multiplied by twelve (12) (the number of total seats remaining after each college is assigned one seat) and added to one (1) (the number already apportioned to each college).
