6. Senator Obi wanted to address Section 2 with regards to the supreme court. He wanted to call for the resignation of two supreme court justices. He did not have any information for the senate. Senator Hargraves felt that the supreme court justices needed to be invited to the senate meeting. She also wanted Senator Obi to bring information that would justify the call for resignation of the supreme court justices. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.    
Senator Borrowman wanted to bring up the constitution. She wanted the senate to come to a consensus as a whole on a stand of the constitution.
