CALL TO ORDER
Chair Lankford, in the Salmon River Suite, PSU, called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

ROLL CALL

ASISU Secretary Emily Koskella took roll. All Senators were present except Senator Longstaff. Executive Director, Student Unions and Involvement, Lowell Richards, was in attendance. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 29, 2010. Liddle/Zamora. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA. Liddle/Chupp. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.
President’s Report

President Jahnke thanked everyone for their help with Homecoming week.
The I Love ISU Scholarship campaign raised over $440,000. That money will go to student scholarships.

The alumni are asking for Senate input on when to have Homecoming next year. They are looking at either September 17 or October 1. They prefer October 1 because there is more time between the beginning of the school year and the date to prepare.

Senator Stokes said October 1 is later in the season, so it will most likely be colder.

Senator Wagner saw the increased amount of stress involved in planning Homecoming in September. SAB would appreciate having it in October.
Senator Lemos said from a student club president’s perspective, it was stressful to get clubs together by Homecoming in September. If SAB gave clubs more advanced notice, it would lessen the stress.

Senator Steven Saltzman appreciates President Jahnke asking the opinion of the Senate. Whatever the date, he wants the football team to win the Homecoming game.

Senator Holly Saltzman said October 1 is fine. Extending it is better for everyone.
The two graduate senators, Rishika Haynes and JT Wilde, are here to be approved. MOVE TO APPROVE GRADUATE SENATORS. S. Saltzman/Liddle. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.

The new senators were sworn in by President Jahnke.
CHAIR REPORTS
1. Finance Committee—Senator Liddle announced that a student, Giaco Yanez, came before the committee and requested funds. He has the opportunity to go to the UN and to a two day conference at which three Mayan elders will be in attendance. He is an Anthropology major. The committee approved $300 out of the budget to help the student with travel costs. There was a new club funding request from the Biological Graduate Student Association of $500. MOVE TO APPROVE REQUEST. Liddle/Zamora. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Matched deposits totaling $860.24 were unanimously approved by the committee. MOVE TO APPROVE MATCHED DEPOSITS. Liddle/S. Saltzman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Representatives from the School of Performing Arts came before the Finance Committee. They are asking to become a dedicated fee like the marching band and debate team. They are in the early stages of researching the possibilities.

Checklists are due tomorrow by 5pm. New senators are exempt from this checklist. The packet should include the checklist form, any emails sent to clubs, any emails about university or Senate committees, agendas, and chair committee report checklists. She will not accept late submissions.
Senator Lankford asked what committee report checklists are. They are for committee chairs outlining what happened in the meeting.

Senator Steven Saltzman asked who is supposed to fill out the form in the case of co-chaired committees form. They can discuss with one another who will turn them in.

Senator Liddle said the attendance policy for stipends needs to be revised. He has a bill that will effectively define what group gets docked what amount. The question is if Senate and caucus are treated as one or two meetings, and in what case do senators get docked. In the past, they have been considered one meeting. He will be working on the bylaws. He wants Chief of Staff Summers’ opinion. Shalene said it should be considered one item, but if they miss one of the individual meetings, they will be docked.
Senator Holly Saltzman said some committees meet once a month and others meet four times per month. She asked how we make docking equal based on how many meetings per month. Shalene said it may not be necessary to meet four times per month. You should only meet once a month if you can get everything done in that meeting for the month. If there is a set number of meetings for the certain committee, there needs to be a set line to make it fair. She is not in control of how many times committees meet. A bill may need to be written. Chair Lankford thanked Shalene for coming.

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This bill will remove language defined for attendance of Presidents Cabinet.

Clause 2—ASISU President’s Cabinet

A. Members: Vice President, Senate Pro-Tempore, Senate Finance Officer, Elections Commissioner Chairperson, Student Lobbyist, Idaho Falls Campus Vice President, Student Voice Coordinator

B. Weekly meeting at the President’s discretion, all regular meetings will be set one (1) month in advance.         

C. Attendance is mandatory.  If a Cabinet member is unable to attend, that member must send an assigned delegate.

1) Failure to attend eighty percent (80%) of the regular Cabinet meetings of a semester will result in automatic removal from office. and will be asked to pay back a proportionate amount of his or her scholarship for the term.

2) Emergency meetings will not be included in this attendance policy.

D. An agenda will be set by the President and each member will be required to give a report.

E. Each member of the Cabinet is directly responsible to and accountable to the ASISU President, except the Senate Pro-Tempore, and the Idaho Falls Campus Vice President. 

F. If any governmental body of ASISU wants a report by any cabinet member, a request must go to the President forty-eight (48) hours before the called meeting.

G. If any ASISU member wishes to attend a Cabinet meeting, they must send a written or verbal request to the President asking to be placed on the agenda twenty-four (24) hours before the Cabinet meeting.

2. Bill 356—Title Change
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This bill will define the Student Voice Coordinator as the Chief of Staff for the ASISU President in the Bylaws.
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Clause 1—The Student Body Vice President may appoint, with the confirmation of the Student Senate, an official ASISU Student Senate Parliamentarian.

Clause 2—A Student Voice Coordinator Chief of Staff may be appointed by the Student Body President.  Coordinator Chief of Staff duties shall include, but shall not be limited to, supplementing Senate committees, filling standing university committees, integration of students at large into ASISU, and retention of non-appointed applicants.

3. Bill 357—Chief of Staff
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This bill will clarify duties of the President’s Chief of Staff.

ARTICLE II—ASISU SENATOR

Section 8—Stipends:
All senators will submit a monthly ASISU Senator Checklist to the ASISU General Manager President’s Chief of Staff the last Monday of each month on the date designated on the Checklist, excluding May through August. The Vice-President and Senate Pro-Tempore The Chief of Staff will review each senator’s performance and report to the Senate in the event of a senator not fulfilling his/her duties. Stipends for the Student Senate will be reduced by twenty (20) dollars for each item not completed on the stipend checklist. Failure to attend the Fall Retreat or Initial Deposit Hearings will result in a reduction of one hundred dollars.

4. Bill 358—Stipend Reduction
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This bill will clarify reductions in the ASISU Stipend
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Clause 1—Service Stipend Rule Book

A. All service stipends for ASISU service positions shall be distributed by the ASISU general manager as determined in the ASISU Service Stipend Rule Book, which can be modified by the Senate through the passing of a resolution by a 2/3 majority.

Clause 2—Reduction in Stipend

A. Senate stipend reductions shall be defined in the Senate Rule Book.

B. All stipend positions will submit a monthly ASISU Checklist to the President’s Chief of Staff on the date designated on the Checklist, excluding May through August. The Chief of Staff will review each stipend position’s performance.  

C. The Chief of Staff shall submit a stipend checklist to the ASISU Vice President.

D. Stipend reductions for the Senate Finance Officer will be twenty (20) dollars for each item not completed.

E. All other stipend reductions will be ten dollars for each item not completed.
