CALL TO ORDER
Chair Butticci, in the Salmon River Suite, PSUB, called the meeting to order at 7:16 p.m.

ROLL CALL

Chair Butticci took roll. All Senators were present. Executive Director, Student Unions and Involvement, Lowell Richards, was in attendance. MOVE TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM AUGUST 25, 2008, WITH THE AMENDMENT TO REMOVE THE MOTION TO GO TO COMMITTEE AS A WHOLE. Cheirrett/Woodhouse. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO APPROVE THE AGENDA WITH THE AMENDMENT TO ADD IDAHO STATE CIVIC SYMPHONY UNDER ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE. Cheirrett/Saltzman. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED.  
President’s Report

President Spencer talked to the Senate about the Joint Finance and Appropriations Committee (JFAC) coming to the campus on Wednesday, October 8. He stated that it is an excellent opportunity for the University and the Senate to make themselves known. President Spencer told the senators to schedule that into their calendars and to be available to help with anything they may need. 
President Spencer talked to the Senate about approving Matt Stucki as Chief Justice of the Supreme Court. MOVE TO APPROVE MATT STUCKI AS CHIEF JUSTICE AS APPOINTED BY PRESIDENT MATT SPENCER. Messenger/Johnson. Unanimous. Objection. MOVE TO RECONSIDER THE PREVIOUS VOTE OF APPROVING MATT STUCKI AS CHIEF JUSTICE. Johnson/Cheirrett. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. MOVE TO DISCUSSION. Senator Saltzman is concerned that the Appointments and Review Committee has not had a chance to meet with Matt Stucki. Senator Johnson confirmed that the Appointments & Review Committee has not met with Mr. Stucki, however, she believes that he is an extremely qualified applicant for this position. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Woodhouse/Cheirrett. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. A vote was taken on the original motion. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED. President Spencer then appointed Jordan Horkley as Supreme Court Justice. Kendall Johnson was appointed as the Election Board Chair, and stated both appointments will be sent to the Appointments and Review committee. 
President Spencer mentioned that he supports Bill 304, and also supports Senator Knight’s letter about the Reed Gym Faculty Fee. Senator Cheirrett asked a question to President Spencer about the dress code for JFAC. President Spencer told the Senate that there are times when they need to show as much respect as possible. Business attire is very important and it makes a great impression. 
CHAIR REPORT

The Chair would like to remind all senators that they are to hold an office hour once a week. Senator Bolinger asked if there was sign in sheet for office hours. Chair Butticci responded that there is a sign in sheet for office hours, and the sign in sheet is located in a red folder behind ASISU Secretary Krystle Olsen’s desk. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Finance Committee—The Matched Deposits date has been changed from March 26 to March 19, to avoid holding a meeting over Spring Break. Senator Woodhouse informed the Senate that all senators need to be at that meeting.  
Faculty Fee Committee—Senator Knight wrote a letter stating that a fee should be implemented to supplement the new operational costs of the Reed Gym facility. Senator Bolinger asked a question about the fee and if that fee would drive people away to other independent facilities. Senator Knight stated that the fee would be $12 per month and it was very competitive to other facilities throughout town. President Spencer told the Senate that he has met with President Vailas and it is an ongoing dialog between many groups on campus. President Spencer stated if someone is using the gym, they should be paying for the gym as well. President Spencer said the current operating cost of Reed Gym is $371,954, and when the new facility opens there will be another $265,000 dollars in operating cost. MOVE TO APPROVE THE LETTER AS AN OFFICAL SENATE DECLARATION. Knight/Allbright. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
1. Dr. Rebecca Morrow, Janet C. Anderson Gender Resource Center Director, and Kim 
Talbot, Assistant Director for Advocacy Services, thanked the Senate for having them. Dr. Morrow gave a presentation to the Senate about the Anderson Gender Resource Center discussing the history of the center which began in 1998, the mission statement, programming, services, and other information about the center. Kim Talbot talked about the 5th annual Walk a Mile in Her Shoes fundraising event, which will be held on October 1. She challenged the men of the Senate to participate in this fundraiser. The 10th Annual Take Back the Night is the largest and longest running Take Back the Night in Idaho. 
2. Sue Parker, Executive Director, Idaho State Civic Symphony and David Perry, 

President of Board of Directors, thanked the Senate for meeting with them. The Symphony has been a partner with ASISU for over 12 years. With the money that ASISU provides, ISU students are not charged for attending the performances as long as they show a Bengal ID card. Students that attend music classes are required to attend Symphony performances. For 2007-2008 there were a total of 369 ISU Students that attended the Symphony performances. If those students had been charged $25 each, as a regular community member is charged, it would have resulted in $9,225 of additional income for the Symphony. ASISU donated $3,709 for the 2007-2008 year. Senator Woodhouse asked what the Symphony is requesting of the Senate. David Perry stated the Symphony is a non profit organization and every dollar that is donated is used for a great purpose. The Symphony is asking for a contribution of around $4,000. Senator Cheirrett stated that there is a Bill being addressed tonight which may change the Contingency Fund requests. MOVE TO TABLE THIS AGENDA ITEM UNTIL AFTER BILL 304. Cheirrett/Woodhouse. President Spencer stated that the Symphony was a line item within the budget. MOTION RETRACTED. Cheirrett/Woodhouse. MOVE TO END DISCUSSION. Cheirrett/Woodhouse. Unanimous. Objection. With a majority vote, MOTION CARRIED.

1.  Bill 304—Contingency Fund

THE PUPOSE OF THIS BILL IS TO RESTRUCTURE THE METHOD AN ORGANIZATION WILL USE TO APPLY FOR MONEY FROM THE CONTINGENCY FUND.

Section 2:
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Clause 1:
ASISU shall maintain a contingency fund. All ASISU unspent line-item funds will be transferred into the ASISU contingency fund once year-end closeout procedures are completed.

Clause 2:
No allocation from the ASISU Contingency Fund for any event, program, equipment, supplies, etc., shall exceed $5,000 per allocation, or 5% of the total contingency balance for that fiscal year, whichever is higher.

Clause 3:
No allocation from the ASISU Contingency Fund, barring a financial crisis, as determined by the Fiscal Officer and the Vice-President for Student Affairs, shall exceed $10,000 or 10% of the total contingency balance for that fiscal year, whichever is higher.

Clause 4:
No allocation will be made from the ASISU Contingency Fund may be made unless requestor(s) submit to the ASISU Senate a written budget detailing the proposed use of the funds.

       A.
The written budget shall be defined as a line-by-line                                                   spreadsheet detailing all individual allocations.

All requests to ASISU Contingency Fund by an organization must include a letter describing the request signed by the president and advisor of that organization and submitted to the ASISU Senate Finance Committee.  Requests must also include a budget worksheet signed by ASISU Financial Technician. The Senate Finance Committee will review the request at the next Finance meeting. The Committee will then decide whether or not to hear the request and the club will be notified of this decision.


If the letter is approved, there will be a formal hearing by the Senate Finance Committee in which a representative of the organization must appear to present the request. If the request is approved by the Senate Finance Committee, the organization must get the request sponsored by a Senator to be presented at the next Senate meeting.

The proposal is then introduced to the Senate. The proposal may be debated the following week where it must receive a 2/3 vote to be approved.  If the Contingency Fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected.

Clause 5:
All allocation requests from the ASISU Contingency Fund shall be made at least two regular Senate meetings prior to the date the allocation is to be considered.

Clause 6 5:
Limitations on funding shall be at the discretion of the ASISU Senate.

Clause 7 6:
No group or entity may receive a Contingency Fund allocation in consecutive years.

Clause 8 7:
Any purpose allocated money from the ASISU Contingency Fund shall have one month from the date of passage of the allocation or the purpose, whichever is later, to spend the totality of the allocation. Any amount not spent shall revert to the ASISU Contingency Fund.

Clause 9:
All requests for allocation from the ASISU Contingency Fund requires two-thirds vote of the entire Senate.

MOVE TO SUSPEND THE SECOND READING OF BILL 304. Messenger/Woodhouse. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. Bill 304 has been released from rules. MOVE TO APPROVE BILL 304 WITH THE AMENDMENTS OF ADDING ‘GE’ TO THE THIRD LINE AFTER COLLE, AND ALSO TO THE SEVENTH LINE AFTER COLLE, THUS CHANGING COLLE TO COLLEGE.  Cheirrett/. Discussion occurred. Senator Bolinger asked Senator Cheirrett if there is going to be a resolution later to set up criteria on how to use the Contingency Fund. Senator Cheirrett stated that the Finance Committee will decide the criteria. A friendly amendment by Senator Allbright to add an ‘r’ to the word pupose in the third paragraph. Amendment accepted. A friendly amendment by Senator Messenger to change the wording in the sentence ‘If the Contingency Fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected.’ Amendment not accepted. MOVE TO AMEND BILL 304 AND STRIKE THE SENTENCE ‘If the Contingency Fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected’ IN CLAUSE 4. Messenger/. MOTION RETRACTED.  MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Woodhouse/Saltzman. Division. 8 yes, 10 no, 2 abstentions. MOTION FAILED. Discussion occurred. Senator Hall agrees with Senator Bolinger that there should be some requirements added to the Bill so establish some guidelines. Senator Portela thinks the Senate Finance Committee does not need guidelines. Senator Johnson stated that there are checks and balances within the Bylaws. President Spencer stated the senate as a whole has the power, not just the Senate Finance Committee.  He stated that the bill is good the way it is, and if anything comes up that needs to be changed it can be taken care of at a later time. A friendly amendment by Senator Johnson to strike the sentence ‘If the contingency fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected.’ Amendment not accepted. Senator Cheirrett replied that the purpose of this bill is to bring good official business before the senate. MOVE TO AMEND BILL 304 AND STRIKE THE SENTENCE ‘If the Contingency Fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected.’ Johnson/Brown. Discussion occurred on the issue. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Bolinger/. Objection. Senator Woodhouse reminded the Senate that the entire Senate would be informed of who comes before the Senate Finance Committee. Senator Saltzman agrees with Senator Johnson that the sentence, ‘If the contingency fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected’ should be stricken from the Bill. MOVE TO MAKE A SUBSTITUTION ON THE AMENDEMENT TO ADD, ‘IF THE BILL REQUEST IS DENIED BY THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, AN APPEAL CAN BE MADE TO THE SENATE, AND THE SENATE WILL TAKE A VOTE AS TO HEAR THE PROPOSED REQUEST, AND THE APPROVAL WILL RESULT IN THE SENATE HOLDING DISCUSSION ON THE REQUEST’ IN BETWEEN THE FIRST AND SECOND PARAGRAPHS OF CLAUSE 4.  Jensen/Saltzman. A friendly amendment by Senator Johnson to move the whole sentence to the bottom of the third paragraph in Clause 4. Amendment accepted. Senator Cheirrett told the senate that they need to trust the Finance Committee. This amendment would take all of the power away from the Finance Committee and is very redundant within the Bylaws. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Cheirrett/Woodhouse. Unanimous. MOTION CARRIED. VOTE TO VOTE ON SENATOR JENSEN’S AMENDMENT. MOTION CARRIED. A vote was taken on the subsidiary motion to add, ‘If the bill request is denied by the finance committee, an appeal can be made to the Senate, and the Senate will take a vote as to hear the proposed request, and the approval will result in the Senate holding discussion on the request’ in the last paragraph of Clause 4. Amendment FAILED. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Jensen/Brown. MOTION CARRIED. A vote was taken on the amendment to Bill 304 to strike the sentence ‘If the contingency fund proposal is denied at any stage, the said proposal is rejected.’ Amendment FAILED. MOVE TO PREVIOUS. Messenger/Portela. MOTION CARRIED. A vote was taken on the original motion, with the amendments of adding ‘ge’ to the third line after colle, and also to the seventh line after colle, thus changing colle to college; and to add an ‘r’ to the word pupose in the third paragraph. With a majority vote, BILL 304 PASSES.
