Addition-
ally, Majeske is a teacher
fellow with GK-12 Project
at ISU, funded by the Na-
tional Science Foundation.

Through this program, a

10 hours a week in the
classroom working with
his students. He has also
been awarded as a teacher
fellow again next year.

He serves on two com-
mittees, the steering com-
mittee for the Regional
Workforce Innovation
Team. RWIT’s focus is
to: improve the economic
environment to encourage
the growth of businesses
in Southeast Idaho. He also
serves on the IEEE Educa-
tional Activities Board to
help promote and develop
its pre-university activities
worldwide.
