Admission Criteria

Students are admitted based on a variety of factors (i.e., GPA, written statement, background check results, prior
courses completed, etc.). Please note that the following requirements are considered minimal criteria for
consideration of admission into the Social Work Program.

A. A minimum completion of 61 credit hours with a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 at the time
of application.

B. Successful completion of the following goals or departmental requirements: Goals 1, 3,4,11, and 12 and
SOC 248, by end of semester of application.

C. Completion of SOWK 271 and SOWK 272 with a minimum of 2.0 in each course.

D. Proof of background check. Please note that prior criminal offenses warrant serious consideration in the
admissions process, and may or may not be cause for rejection of your application. While past convictions do
not necessarily preclude admission to the Social Work Program, they may affect availability of practicum
placements and future employability.

E. Completion of a declaration of major form.

F. Maintenance of the 2.5 minimum grade point average from the time of application until the semester of
admission to the major.

G. Submission of a written application to the Social Work Admissions Committee along with $30.00
application fee.
