Dear Student-Athlete and Parent/Guardian:
This letter will provide information on two separate insurance programs which affect all student-athletes at Idaho State University (1) the ASISU student health insurance program and (2) the ISU athletic injury insurance policy.  
ISU Student Health Insurance Plan
Idaho State University requires that full-time fee paying students have an adequate primary medical health insurance policy.  This may be accomplished by either purchasing the ASISU student health insurance plan or by having coverage through another health insurance, such as a parent plan.

 This premium is automatically billed to each full-time student and is not covered by athletic grant-in-aid.  Therefore, any premium is the student-athlete’s responsibility.  If you currently have adequate primary health insurance coverage and will continue the policy during the academic year, you may waive ASISU student health insurance plan through the finance tab of your Bengal web.   You can also waive through: https://www.admin.renstudent.com/Waivers/Login.aspx?PolicyId=1499.    For the premium to be removed from your student account, you must accurately complete the waiver prior to paying your full-time academic fees. You must waive your health insurance every semester.
Athletic Injury Insurance Policy
The athletic department purchases a secondary insurance policy to cover medical costs of injuries that result from a scheduled practice, competition, or during official travel to and from scheduled competition.  This is a secondary policy and will only cover medical costs after your primary health insurance has been billed and processed.  You must complete and return by July 10, 2011, the enclosed Student-Athlete Insurance Information Form.
Some of the items the athletic injury insurance policy does not cover include:

· illness and prescriptions not directly related to an athletic injury,
· self-inflected injuries incurred during practice, competition, or official travel to competition,
· injuries sustained outside of  supervised practice, competition, or official travel to competition
· any charges resulting from unauthorized treatment or therapy for athletic injuries
· injuries that are pre-existing to participation in the ISU athletic program 
For the athletic injury insurance policy to cover your injury, you must immediately report all athletic injuries to an ISU Certified Athletic Trainer. Student athletes must seek medical care and treatment within 90 days of a covered accident to be eligible for benefits.  Coverage period for all claims is two years from the date of injury.  All treatment and therapy outside of the ISU training room must be coordinated through and have a referral from an ISU Certified Athletic Trainer.
