MINI-GRANT APPLICATION
The Idaho State University Cultural Affairs Council has allocated money to be awarded as mini-grants.  The Mini-Grant program is designed to help academic departments and colleges bring to campus speakers, artists, and special programs in areas important and relevant to the interests of the university community.  The intention of this program is to provide cost-share money; if possible, fifty percent of the cost should be provided by the individual department or college, and priority will be given to proposals with substantial cost-sharing.  The maximum amount of any one Mini-Grant is $500.

The Cultural Affairs Council expects to be informed in a timely manner of the schedule for the Mini-Grant speakers, artists, or special programs and to be mentioned in all publicity.  Departments, colleges and schools are to comply with reimbursement policies set forth by the chair of the Cultural Affairs Council and should communicate with the chair of the Council about procedures of reimbursement.  Reimbursement will be limited to actual expenses, less the cost-share contributed by the department or college.  Costs for travel should be kept to a minimum by using advance-purchase air fares.  Reimbursement for lodging will be limited to $38 per night, which is the current charge for a room in the Pond Student Union Building.

Requests for Mini-Grants should be completed on the enclosed form, and nine copies of the request should be submitted to the committee chairperson.  Please provide biographical information about the intended guest, and other supporting materials.  Please type the form and any other materials included.
