4 P’s Lesson Plan


Integration PTE Component
The purpose of this plan is to show how the PTE curriculum of Marketing Economics can be used to help students not only learn necessary principles of marketing but also improve their writing skills.

Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching
Students will learn the four basic marketing decisions – known as the 4 P’s or the marketing mix (product, place, price and promotion) and will be able to identify how companies use these elements to make marketing decisions.  Students will develop a product and will develop a marketing mix for this selected product. They will write a one-page expository paper using the proper elements of an expository paper.
Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet
Students will use the elements of proper writing to demonstrate their knowledge of the elements of the marketing mix.

1. Assess students’ language awareness
Teacher will either pre-test on the parts of a paragraph – or will quiz the students in a discussion.

2. Work through the embedded example
Teacher will ask students to identify the parts of a paragraph using examples. Teacher will then model writing a simple paragraph. Then students will write a short paragraph of their own using a simple subject.

3. Work through related, contextual examples
Show examples given in the book of marketing decisions with certain products. Use examples of other products and how the mix could look different and explain why. 
4. Work through traditional language  examples
Teacher will go over the elements of a paragraph – topic sentence (thesis statement), reason/detail/fact, explanations of each RDF, and conclusion
5. Students demonstrate understanding
Students will write a one-page expository paper on their chosen product, defining how the marketing strategy would look using the marketing mix elements. They would write a paragraph for each element (product, place, price, promotion).
6. Formal assessment
Students’ papers will be assessed on their understanding of the marketing mix and the correct English usage of the parts of a paragraph in the paper. A follow up lesson would involve students making a PowerPoint presentation of their papers.
