· Analyze  a career of their choice based upon the following- working conditions, wage, where employed, characteristics- personal and professional,  what skills do they possess or not possess and why this career is for them or not.  Be able to explain to someone who has no knowledge of the career.
· Correct each other’s work and edit for language and completeness (once rough draft is completed).



	Assessment of Objectives
	Does the final paper meet all the objectives set forth in the assignment?  (The students need to make corrections for the final paper.)  Rubric attached below. 


	Time Allotment & Materials List
	6 days- Spend first 2 days in the library looking up information; rough draft is due on the 4th day. On the 5th day students will exchange papers to edit for language and completion of objectives within the assignment. Final draft due on the 6th day.
Materials: Internet access, books on careers found in the library, CIS, professional journals. Pen, pencil, paper, computer paper, red pen.

	Lesson Plan
	Students learn mistakes after having another student edit their work before the final copy is turned in.  This gives them a chance to make corrections before the assignment is done and they can get the grade they set out to.  The students all learn in this exercise, and they can help each other out using a team approach. It can also encourage discussion.
