Results: 13 out of 21 students passed the pretest with a 74% or higher.
The class then read the graphics chapter, we had a class discussion which included a PowerPoint. Two days later, the students took the same quiz with a much better result. 20 out of 21 students passed the same follow-up test with an 85% or higher with one student passing with a 78%.

The overall outcome of this integration will be utilizing graphics in the Country/Cultural report described above.
