	Learner Objective(s): 
1. Analyze ‘Hyeres, 1932’ speaking to the use of the design principles; repetition/movement, unity, balance, emphasis,/center of interest.

2. Relate how the 9-zone grid was used to position the center of interest in the composition.
3. Participate in a class discussion of Bresson’s thoughts on photography.
4. Participate in a class discussion of the composition of ‘Hyeres, 1932.’
5. Write a short summative paper on what was learned about Bresson as a photographer and the use of design principles in the photo ‘Hyeres, 1932.’
 


	Materials: list of vocabulary terms to be used, scoring guide for written assignment, if computers with internet access are not available: a print out of the article about Bresson listed in the lesson introduction and highliters.  


	Vocabulary Words: 

· Emphasis: Developing points of interest to direct the viewer’s eye to the most important parts of the composition.

· Balance: The sense of stability in a composition

· Movement : Records action in a composition and guides the viewer’s eye through the work.

· Repetition: The repeating of shapes such as to lead the eye through a   composition.

· Unity: When all the parts of a composition relate to each other. Unity gives the feeling of oneness to a composition.

· 9 zone grid: Dividing a composition into 9 zones using two vertical lines to divide the composition into thirds and two horizontal lines to divide the composition into thirds. The intersection of these lines can locate / help place the center of interest or focal point of a composition.


Learning Activities: 
Introduction to lesson: 

Students will read a short biography about Henri Cartier-Bresson found at http://www.photo-seminars.com/FAME/bresson.htm
If the handouts are used, have students highlight passages that are of interest to them. After completing this part of the activity have students share what they have highlighted and inquire why they selected that part of the reading.
Content development: 

Students view photographs by Bresson at   http://www.afterimagegallery.com/bresson.htm
After looking at Bresson’s photograph students will engage in a discussion of the following:

a. Referring to Bresson, what was, “his journalistic  grappling with the realities of men and events?”
b. What is the social role of photography?

c. What did Bresson mean by, “the decisive moment?”
Content Application: 

In groups of 4 students will analyze Bresson’s ‘Hyeres, 1932’ looking to understand how the principles of design were used to organize the elements of the photographs composition.

Sharing: 

· Students will participate in a class discussion of ‘Hyeres, 1932’

· Summative Evaluation:  Students will write a summarize of what they learned about Bresson and the composition of ‘Hyeres, 1932.’
