Expository Writing and Paragraphing
The purpose of expository writing is to give information: presenting facts, giving directions, listing information, describing a process, or promoting a product.  Professional/Technical students in particular, but students in most disciplines, aside from English, will be practicing expository writing most often.  One of the biggest difficulties for students is the inability to organize the information.  Some templates to help students organize will follow in this section.  But first some distinctions need to be made between expository writing and other forms.  (Adapted from Auman, 2-1-2-3)
