Strategy Integrate Language into Curriculum for Parent/Student College Information Night
This Language strategy will be implemented at my College Information Night to be held Dec. 7th at MTCHS in the Albertson Computer Lab.
OBJECTIVES:  SWBAT look through a college information packet and find materials and websites that will assist them in their search for colleges and information about scholarships.
Define where the academic and PTE area meet.

Students and parents will learn how to navigate websites, including the state Career Information Systems (CIS) site following the step-by-step instructions and the technology provided in our Albertson Computer Lab.

1. Assess the students’ and parents awareness of testing, college applications/searches, and scholarships.
I will ask the following questions before starting:

· What are the differences between the SAT and the ACT?  (752.05c)
· Which test is better for college entrance requirements?  (752.02a)
· How do you find out about scholarships? (753.01b)
· With academics and test scores aside, what will keep your son/daughter from getting into the college they want?  (753.02b)
2. Work through the example.
Parents and students will be shown a sheet which compares the SAT & ACT on content, structure, scoring, etc.  I will also show a Power Point page comparing cost.  Parents and students will be asked to go to collegeboard.com and act.org to find other information.  (752.05c)
3. Work through related, contextual examples.
· Parents and students will look through their packets and find a website to go to and find a college that has a graphics design major with less than 20,000 students in the state of Oregon.  (752.02c)
4. Work through traditional examples to access information on the CIS website.

· I will give parents and students a step-by-step guide to access and navigate through CIS in order to find a scholarship opportunity for a computer science major at an Idaho university. (755.01b)
5. Parents and student will demonstrate   

    understanding by getting onto the different websites that we talk about in the class, especially CIS.  
6. Formal Assessment will be done in the form of an evaluation to be turned in at the end of the class.

· I will ask them to write two topics they learned more about.
· They will be asked to note anything they need more information about.
· I will ask them to write down what they found most valuable about the class.
· The evaluation form will also include a space for them to write how the class can be improved.
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
