Assess student’s language awareness:

A.
Discuss criteria for a quality children’s story. 

B.
Discuss language terminology: paragraphs, capitalization, commas, question marks, quotations, exclamation marks, and N2SSWTSW (No two sentences start with the same word).

2.
Work through the embedded example:
Students will know ages and stages of child development.  This will include knowledge of what children can relate to at different ages.

3.
Work through related, contextual examples

Show students examples of stories from previous semesters.  Discuss good examples and ones that needed improvement.  They will learn about font size, sentence, word, and story length and story ideas appropriate for 3, 4, and 5 year olds.  They will also examine the illustrations making sure they apply to the action in the story.

4.
Work through traditional language examples:

Students will be able to examine various children’s stories from the playschool

library and evaluate age appropriate stories for 3-5 year old children.

5.
Students demonstrate understanding:
Students will prepare a handwritten rough draft for teacher approval, make necessary changes and type story on computer with graphics.  Students will peer edit stories, make changes and print final copy to the color printer. 

6.
Formal assessment:

Students will present story to class and be evaluated using a rubric.
