Strategy to Integrate Math into the Curriculum for College Information Night
This strategy will be implemented at my College Information Night for parents and students to be held on Dec. 7th at MTCHS in the Albertson Computer Lab.
OBJECTIVES:  SWBAT look at the SAT and ACT website to find math content and scoring information to determine the highest scores one can achieve, how the questions are scored and how the scores compare for college entrance.
Define where the academic and PTE area meet.  
Students and parents will be given a question from both an old SAT & ACT test.  They will answer the question and score it based on the information obtained re: scoring on the perspective websites.
1. Assess the students’ and parents awareness of math and scoring on the ACT & SAT tests.

· I will ask the group if they know the format of questions for each test. 
· I will ask if the parents and students what the perfect scores are for each test.  (350.01a)
· I will ask the parents and students if they know what the average scores are for Idaho.  (350.02a)
2.  Work through the example.

· Given a sample question I will ask them if it came from the SAT or ACT. (352.04c)
· I will ask them to come up with the answer and then given the answer to score it. (347.02a)
3. Work through related, contextual examples.

· The Group will be asked to look at a score sheet for both the SAT and the ACT and given a score on each test tell me which would be considered the highest score for college entrance. (347.01a)
4. Work through traditional examples to access  

information on the scoring and format of math questions on the SAT & the ACT.

· I will have the group look for the handout in their folders that is titled “ACT/SAT Guessing Tips”.
· I will note the page titled “Math Formulas” and have the class find a question on either the ACT or College Board website that could be answered with this sheet as a reference.  (350.02a, 350.03a, 350.04a)
5. Parents and students will demonstrate understanding by finding the format questions and answering the scoring questions correctly.

6. Formal Assessment will be done in the form of an evaluation to be turned in at the end of class.
· I will ask them to write two topics they learned more about.
· They will be asked to note anything they need more information about.
· I will ask them to write down what they found most valuable about the class.
The evaluation form will also include a space for them to write how the class can be improved.
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
