National Standard:  


	Learner Objective(s):  Student will be able to identify grammar flaws in student work.  Student will edit for correct word usage/fluency/punctuation and capitalization.


	Materials:  Smartboard or LCD projector connected to computer.  Worksheet comprised of a list of student sentences from a recently completed writing assignment.  These sentences need to be horribly mangled but OK when Microsoft Word Spell/Grammar check is in use.  


	Vocabulary Words:  Active/Passive Voice.  Verb/Noun agreement.  There/Their/They’re.  Self-editing.


Learning Activities:

Introduction to lesson: Fire up Microsoft word on the smartboard.  Ask:  what are the attributes of a best friend?  List on board!  Could include:  faithful, generous, always listens, on your side…

MAKE SURE THAT THIS ONE APPEARS:  helps you fix mistakes.  Explain that Microsoft Word is not your best friend.  

Activity:  Demonstration of Microsoft’s shortcomings.  Type on the board this sentence—BE SURE THAT YOUR SPELL/GRAMMAR CHECK IS ACTIVE!
“He's pretty quite and mellow most of the time.”

Have a student read the sentence aloud.   If the student corrects the sentence ask them to READ EVERY WORD.  This is a messed up sentence…yet the student “Self-Edited” they wrote it wrong, but read it right.  IN FACT, we self-edit and correct it when we read it.
Try this one: 

“Ever since his father left them his dream has always been to be the perfect father, and wife to someone.”

Have a student read it.  Have a student tell the class what the author is trying to say.   What did Dad leave?  Did Dad LEAVE the family or did he leave them asbestos?  Gender obviously isn’t important to Word.  Also, this is Passive voice!  
One last one for fun:

“Until one day, in Algebra class Travis cheats on his test with the obligated help of Cathy because his mom is close enough to a heart attack as it is.”

Ask:  Does Microsoft Word catch or fix these errors?  Does Spell/Grammar check act like a best friend?
Content development:


Passive voice:  his dream has always been…

Active voice:  his dream IS…

Verb/Noun agreement:  His car are the best OR his car is the best. 

THERE/THEIR/THEY’RE

THERE a place

THEIR a group owning something

THEY’RE contraction, they are.
Content Application: 
Pass out a worksheet with collected grammatical errors!  Have students correct the mangled sentences…IF they find one of their own they do not need to tell everyone!  Allow students to work in small groups.
Sharing:  Call upon different groups to give corrected sentences.  This is a good chance to help them understand the difference between what they WRITE and what they MEAN.  
RETENTION:  Use Q&A to check retention.
