Lesson Title:



Researching the 20th century to understand the evolvement of our 


society.

Lesson Overview:



Students will be picking a decade in the 20th century (i.e. 1950s) and 


researching the following economic factors that effect the 



typical consumer:




a) average size of household




b) average # of cars per household




c) average gas mileage in decade




d) prices of basic goods during decade




e) mileage of roads paved and/or under development




 f) top jobs of decade -- # of unemployed
Intended Outcomes:


The students will understand how far we have come in just a hundred 

years – where we now have computerized cars, and by developing a 


chart or graph, they will better understand how much incomes have  


increased, the quality of
living has decreased, etc.


 
Assessment of Objectives:


Students will present their decade in front of their respective class, 


covering the nuances of
society (income earned, goods and services)
Time Allotment and Materials Needed:



Three days of research (LHS Library), at least two days of class/group 

work w/ discussion involved to assess students’ progress, and 


lots of poster board.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS:


PROJECT DUE:  MAY 5  
This project will be split up into three parts:  
1) Research – 3 days in the library (only if we need it), 50 pts.

2) Summary – Maximum 3 pages.   It will summarize everything you have discovered about your decade, 100 pts.

3) Presentation – this will include a visual aide (poster board), of graphs, charts, etc, that will assist in explaining how the cost of living increased, the various technological inventions, size of families, # of cars per household, miles of highways in the country, differences between the rich class and low class (poverty level), etc.  100 pts.

· Students are required to chart population to annual income

· Students are required to evaluate how major events effected the economic structure of the U.S.  (i.e. the Middle East embargo of ’73 to U.S. and how oil prices soared, and fuel was rationed).

· Students are required to list specific items (see attached list) and their prices so we can learn how much inflation grew through the 20th Century, and also include how much the minimum wage has grown.

Team Response --  Each groups will be responsible to respond to the following questions:

1) In your research, what was the biggest event that effected your decade (i.e. Watergate – 70s), and how did it effect people’s buying power?
2) In what way, did the decade recover economically from these big events, if at all?

3) Through all of the major events in the 20th century, and how they have   effected us economically, what would you suggest to the Government on how to respond to the next major occasion?
NOTE:  Presentations will start May 8.

NOTE:  The more you include in your summary and visual aide that students might be interested in, would substantially assist your grade.
