1.  Assess students’ reading awareness: 

Ask students to think of two words that sound the same but are spelled differently and have different meanings. Discuss various words that are commonly used and easily confused with another term.  Discuss the importance of proper documentation in correspondence letters sent to various individuals in the business industry. 
2. Work through the embedded example: 

Show a copy of a business letter sent to a company with words that have been used incorrectly. Ask students to identify which words are used correctly and incorrectly in the document. 

3.  Work through related, contextual examples: 

Show other examples of other business documents where words are often times used incorrectly.
4.  Work through traditional reading examples:

Show students a list of commonly misspelled words:
