Language Integration PTE Component

Using terms to support in writing what they like and dislike about Vincent Van Gogh’s art.
Identify the PTE lesson objectives you are teaching:

SWBAT write an opinion essay on Vincent Van Gogh.

SWBAT apply the terms they have learned in the quarter to support their opinions. 

Define the integration of academic content area with the PTE content area:

Students will write an opinion essay using the terms discussed throughout the quarter to support their opinion.
Assess student’ language awareness:

This has already been done.  The students know what the terms mean, but have not really applied them.  These students already have their opinions set, but I want to challenge them to use these seven terms to support their opinion.  I have already tested them on the definitions of the words.  This is just an extension of that test.  

Work through an embedded example: (3 minutes)
Start the class by looking at Starry, Starry Night.  Discuss with the class what they see in the picture, trying to get them to focus on the elements of design terms.

“What do you see in the picture?  How can we describe them using the terms we have been discussing this quarter? (color, line, shape, space, value, texture, and form)”
Work through related, contextual examples :(5 minutes)
Do the same as above with different Van Gogh pictures.  They have already done this, so five minutes is all they’ll need
Work through traditional examples: (8 minutes)

Have students think about how they would describe a fellow student.  

Point out that this is what I want them to do.

We use certain words when describing someone (big, small, short, tall, funny, silly, serious, mean, etc.)

Explain that what I want them to do is to write what they think of Vincent Van Gogh and his art work.  Explain that the words we use can make all of the difference.  Using the seven elements of design words can help us to focus our thoughts and support our opinions.

Example without terms:  Van Gogh showed his emotions and feelings in his artwork.
Example with terms:  Van Gogh used lines, colors, and texture to describe how he was feeling when he painted.

Using certain words that are familiar gives our writing meaning and focus.
Students demonstrate understanding: (10 minutes)

Have students just write. 
Guide them to use the seven terms to add meaning and focus to what they write.

Guiding Question:  Do you like Van Gogh’s work?  Why or why not?

Have students use the articles that were read yesterday and the Concept maps that were filled out.
Formal Assessment:
