1. Identify Idaho Achievement Standards

2. Determine language  strategy that will be used in the PTE lesson

Students will create a resume using a word processing computer program. Students will be scheduled to have their resumes reviewed for feedback by guest speakers from a local corporate human resources office.  

3. As applicable, use the language strategy to assess the students’ prior knowledge or awareness about content to be taught. 
Discuss the differences in writing a resume compared to other types of writing.  Identify the categories of information for the resume.  Hand out guidelines for creating resume:  margins, headings, sub-headings, etc.
4. Use the language strategy to work through the lesson.

Students will review several examples of resumes.  Identify the items specific to the student for the categories on their resumes.  Create the resume with MS Word.

5. Work through related, contextual examples

Use examples of poor resumes to identify what not to do on a resume:  missing information, unnecessary information, punctuation, spelling errors, etc.
6. Work through traditional examples

Discuss the benefits of resume writing and the different types.
7. Students demonstrate understanding

Students will demonstrate their knowledge by creating their own resume.
8. Formal assessment
