Learner Objective(s):  Learners will:

1.  Read articles on the history of the typewriter found over the internet and summarize the article in a one to two page essay.
2.  Paper should have 1 inch margins, double spaced and free of all errors.
Materials:

Introduction to lesson:

Students will take notes on paper while reading the articles and answer questions proposed by the instructor.  This information should be included with other information found in the essay.
Content development:
Students will use the software Microsoft Word to type an essay on the history of keyboarding after researching the subject.
Content application:
Using the notes taken from the articles, students will type their own essay.  Essays will be edited by the instructor and graded according to the rubric.
Sharing: There will be no sharing of final papers.  Students may network among one another and share ideas before writing essay.
