Medical Terminology Lesson Plan for an online course in WebCT

4. Lesson Title: Introduction to Medical Terminology
5. Lesson Overview:  Students will begin by reading a paragraph which includes some medical terms.  They are asked to guess what the new terms mean drawing on previous knowledge and sharing their thoughts with a course partner (live or online).  Then students will read information about prefixes, roots, suffixes and combining forms.  Lists are provided to memorize. Suggestions are made to facilitate memorization including flash cards and the WebCT self test function.
6. Lesson Outcome Objectives: 
· Students will define and identify the basic components of a medical term (prefix, root, and suffix) in an online WebCT course.

· Students will demonstrate knowledge of basic medical terms specific to each body system.
· Students will define selected careers in which knowledge of Medical Terminology is essential.
7. Assessment: Multiple choice quiz.
8. Time Allotment: 1-2 hours plus study time.
9. Materials: Internet access, WebCT course enrollment, user identification and password, access to a printer is an option if done in class with a live (real time) instructor. Index cards and fine point marker to make Flash Cards for each student. Timer for Flash card games. Lists of terms (Prefixes, Roots and suffixes).
10. Lesson Plan/Learning Activities: Please see attached text.
Flash Card Games: 
· Two players: Need one set of flash cards. Person A will hold up one card at a time for 5 seconds.  Person B names the word (or meaning depending on which side of the card is used) in the 5 second time limit. Keep going through the cards until Person B names all correctly in the time limit. This is a good exercise if a student is studying with a parent or someone not in the course.
· One or two players: Need 2 sets of adapted flash cards with only the term on one side of the card. Select a specific set (such as all the prefixes), pair the cards together from each deck (or use 2 complete sets if time and space allow). Shuffle the cards and lay them out in rows face down. Players alternate turning up 2 cards looking for a match. Turn the cards face down again if they do not match.  When a match is found, the player has to pronounce the term and say its meaning. If correct that player keeps the cards.  The winner has the most cards when all have been matched.  This game can be adapted for one player who matches cards until all are used.
