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Lesson Plan

Lesson title: Section 4-Teenagers


Content Area: Reading in Career Awareness

Lesson Duration: 80 minutes
Author: C. Taylor

Brief lesson description: Students read book and as reading, gather unknown or interesting vocabulary words. They define and find synonyms. Students also have specific questions in their journal to write about regarding the story.

Learner Objectives: Students will:

1. Improve reading fluency and comprehension using the say something strategy

2. Collect interesting vocabulary words

3. Find word definitions, antonyms and synonyms

4. Write about a question in their literature journal

5. Participate in class discussion

Materials: Interesting words page, journal page, and textbook-Teenagers Preparing for the Real World by Chad Foster.

Vocabulary Words: Synonyms, antonyms, interesting words

Learning Activities:
Introduction to lessons: (Class discussion) What was your dream as a child? What did you want to be when you grew up? Discuss as whole group. Ask students to begin thinking about what their dream is now.

Content Development: Students read three chapters from Section 4 in Teenagers Preparing for the Real World. Each student reads a chapter. 

Content Application: As students read, they gather and record interesting words on their sheet. When finished with reading, students answer journal questions and add to their folders.

Sharing: Students are asked to share 2 or 3 of their interesting words with the class for discussion. Students can help each other to search for antonyms and synonyms. If time permits, a student may also share their literature journal question with the class.

Integration of Technology:
Students use computers to type up their journal question responses.

Adaptations for Special Needs Students: 
Students will read text with class. The number of interesting words they gather will be shortened and journal questions can be limited to one or 2 questions.
