Measuring adult and infant physical growth

Health Occupations 1 objective

1. Describe the physical development of the human in all stages of development

2. Successfully complete growth and development procedures—measure length,  and head circumference

Where the academic area and health occupations area meet
For a student to be able to successfully determine the height and head circumference the student must be able to use a ruler or tape measure

Assess student’s math awareness
Ask students questions about measuring.   Have them determine measurements marked on examples on over head.  
Embedded example

Use examples that involve the height bar. (Two pieced movable ruler attached to the scale) and general ruler they would use to measure any object.

Traditional math

Review the markings of a ruler.  The whole inch markings and the markings of rulers marked in quarter inches and eights.  Review how to count those markings.

Student demonstrate understanding
In training room the students will measure the height and weight of a fellow classmate then in the classroom students will complete worksheet obtained from Practical Problems in Mathematics for Health Occupations by Louise Summers, published by Thomson Delmar Learning

Formal assessment
Students will successfully measure the length of an infant doll borrowed from the adult living class.  Students will also answer questions given on chapter test.
