	Learner Objective(s):  Students will be able to:   
· Add, Subtract, Multiply and Divide in Spanish.

· Count up and down using pesos and centavos.

· Convert from dollars to pesos and euros.

· Create a dialog about shopping and present in front of the class.

· In addition, I will discuss the conversion between dollars and euros and dollars and pesos.  I will also give a few examples of how to do conversions.  

· $1 =   .79 Euro
· 1 Euro = $1.26

· $1 = 11 MXN
· 1 MXN = $ .09

Refresher:  (5 min) I will introduce this lesson by starting with an activity where I will say a number in Spanish and the students must raise their hands to answer what the number is in English.  The students will all be standing, and when they answer a question correctly they may sit down.  This will work well to refresh the students on how to count.

Partner Activity:  (15 min) With this information the students will work in partners and create a dialogue about shopping.  The criteria are listed below.

· Each person must have 5 lines apiece.
· All groups will act out their dialogs in front of the class.

· Use the current vocabulary about shopping, clothing, including numbers.

· Use at least one prop.

Content Application:  (20 min) Students will have 15 minutes to make a 10 sentence dialogue.  Afterwards, students will perform their dialogs for the class.

Sharing: 
As students are acting out their dialogs, I will ask the students to pay attention to see how much they understand of the others’ performances.  If students are not paying attention, I will turn the questions into a quiz at the end of the day. 

Group Activity:  (20 min)  Math Ball.  I will ask a student to go up to the board.  I will throw out the math ball.  Whoever catches it will tell the student at the board to write down the numbers in Spanish.  I will then choose which operation the student will have to combine the numbers.  Then I will have another student tell the class the answer in Spanish.    

Future Activities:  Memorizing the multiplication tables.  The next lesson will include reviewing the multiplication tables.  Students will fill out a multiplication table from 1-100 and review multiples of every number from 1-10 to 100.
Summary:  The students’ skits were wonderful.  They enjoyed the lesson immensely.  We don’t have a lot of activities like this, thus it was that much more special for the students.  It also allowed me to identify what grammar structures the students didn’t understand.  I don’t have any actual examples of work except for their presentation grades, but I can safely say that I will do this again and again.  As for the math portion of the assignment, this lesson was a good introduction to introducing conversions and multiplication tables for the next day.  The lesson itself went long in most classes and then in others, it was the perfect length.  I would recommend this lesson to anyone in a level one foreign language class.
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
