Math Strategy Assignment
1. Identify Idaho Achievement Standards

2. Determine math strategy that will be used in the PTE lesson

.
 Reading and creating graphs from research students have collected. Students must choose an appropriate visual aid given data collected.
3. As applicable, use the math strategy to assess the students’ prior knowledge or awareness about content to be taught. 

Lead a class discussion on the different types of visual aids there are to aid in interpreting data with percentage representation.  Give hand out to students to work through as a group to check for knowledge.  Teacher observation of students’ discussion will be assessment of student knowledge.
4. Use the math strategy to work through the lesson.

Students will use a graph that demonstrates the long-term financial rewards of continuing their math education.  Graphically, demonstrate what staying in the math classes and advancing in math will mean to their career and lifestyle options.  Students will use the ICIS website to research and compare the average annual salaries of careers that require high school math, to careers that require college entry math skills (Algebra I & II, Geometry) to careers that require advanced college level math (Calculus, etc.)  Graphs will be created electronically in a computer program of their choice.
5. Work through related, contextual examples

Discuss how students can use these visual aids to help relate data in many different formats such as school, work, research, etc.  Discuss how visual aids help in understanding data, especially future potential earnings.
6. Work through traditional examples
In groups, students will investigate a variety of media looking for graphs and charts, discussing their content and the usefulness of the visual aid.

7. Students demonstrate understanding

The students will demonstrate understanding by creating a visual aid to represent how math education affects the annual salaries of different careers.
8. Formal assessment

Once the graph is created, students will make a presentation to the class about their findings.
