	Lesson Title: Charting diary entries from the book The Diary of Anne Frank
	Content Area: Math

	Brief Lesson Description: After creating a timeline from the diary entries in The Diary of Anne Frank, students will enter their data from the timeline to a table and then create a graph depicting number of entries per year.

	Learner Objective(s):  Students will interpret information from a timeline into data.  They will then enter data into a table including year and diary entries.  They will take table data and put information into a line graph.  They will then explain what data, table, and line graph mean.


	Materials: Completed timeline from previous lesson, table for entering data, and line graph for entering table information.

	Vocabulary Words: data, line, graph, points, vertical axis, horizontal axis, table


                                          Learning Activities: 

Introduction to lesson: Students will be asked to refer to their timeline from a previous lesson about diary entries taken from The Diary of Anne Frank.  The teacher will ask students if some years and/or months of years had more entries than others.  The teacher will then model creating a table from the diary entries depicting number of diary entries per years.  The teacher will then model taking table information and then putting this information on a line graph, demonstrating dates on horizontal axis and number of diary entries on vertical axis.
Content Development: Each student will then be given their own table and will be asked to enter their own data on their table.  Tables will depict years/months and number of diary entries.  When this is completed, teacher will distribute line graphs and ask students to enter table information onto the line graph using points and line segments.  Students will be asked why different years/months had more entries.
Content Application:  Students will demonstrate their ability to collect data, enter data into a chart, create a line graph from information, and then pose questions about the information.

Sharing: Students will discuss and compare their table and graph results with the class and discuss their questions and conclusions.
Adaptation for students with special needs: Frequent checks for understanding, directions rephrased more demonstration by teacher, extended time for completion.
Integration of technology: white board, overhead projector, computers with spell check, printer.
