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Careers Integration


Integration PTE Component

Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching:  To emphasize the importance of career satisfaction by calculating the numbers of hours they will work for the rest of their lives.

Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet:  Addition, multiplication, percentages,  & proportions.

1. Assess students’ math awareness:  Ask students how comfortable they are doing basic math:  addition, multiplication, percentages and proportions.  
2. Work through the embedded example:  Use myself as an example.  Show a calculation for my teenage years of working part-time, then full-time until retirement.  Work through all problems, total lifetime working hours, percentages of time, and proportions.
3. Work through related, contextual examples:  Ask one student to give examples of what they think their part-time hours will be, and then calculate total lifetime working hours, percentages of time, and proportions.
4. Work through traditional math examples:  1.  Show traditional multiplication.  2.  Show how to calculate percentages.  3.  Show how to figure proportions.
5. Students demonstrate understanding: Students will be able to: Calculate part-time working hours as a teenager/college student, calculate full-time working hours from age 21 to 67.   Total to get lifetime working hours.  Compare lifetime working hours to the hours a person lives by the age of 67 and then determine the percentage of time spent working.  Calculate how many hours are spent sleeping?  Calculate how many hours are left for personal and family life and how many hours are spent sharing household task.  Calculate the proportion of paid work verses unpaid work.
6. Formal assessment:  Students will work the calculations and type them up in Word in a document saved as “Working Hours,” then print and keep in their Career Portfolio.
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Working Hours

20hrs/wk x 52wks x 4 = 4,160 part-time hrs
