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Carpentry

Integration PTE Component (Writing)
Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching

The lesson covers roof framing, measuring, cutting and assembling common rafters. The Student will construct a roof that has desired slope, is square, the ridge is straight, and ready for sheeting.  Students must use correct terminology 
Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet

Students will keep a journal (technical writing) using proper terminology on how to calculate, cut and erect common rafters.  The proper vocabulary and terminology must be used.  Every day the journal entry should be three to four sentences using correct grammar, punctuation and spelling.
1. Assess students’ writing awareness
The students will keep a journal of daily activities during Carpentry class.  The student will keep track of their successes, mistakes and questions.  The journal will be used as a resource when completing future projects.
2. Work through the embedded example
In their journal the student noticed that on the last building the team cut the rafter to length before making the plum cut resulting in the rafter being to short to have the specified overhang.  This reminds students that next time they cut rafters, cut the ridge plum cut then measure the rafter and make the plum cut on the tail of the rafter.

3. Work through related, contextual examples
Students will layout studs, rafter, trusses or floor joists correctly at either 16” oc or 24” oc.  Students can refer back to their journal for information on this process.   Were there problems with their layout and did the sheeting break on the stud, rafter, truss or floor joist.  The student may need to modify the layout procedure so the sheeting breaks on the centers of the studs, rafters, trusses or floor joists.
4. Work through traditional Writing examples

Journal or jobsite notes shared with architects and designers help improve the style and quality of construction. 
5. Students demonstrate understanding

Students keep up to date journals.  They will be able to reference previous learned information, mistakes and successes, while using correct grammar, punctuation and spelling.

6. Formal assessment
Peer Editing 
Instructor Evaluation
Classes have been divided into teams. At the end of each section of the construction project, the teams will review the other team members journals.  They will proof read and edit the journal entries.
