It could be applied to any textual component of a PTE lesson

1. Assess students’ language/research awareness

1. Discuss components of the research document

· What specific information is required

· Search term to utilize

         2.  Discuss vocabulary

· meaning 

· root, suffix analysis

2. Work through the embedded example

1. Review biome components:  climate, plants and animals

2. Review habitat components and analytical determination

3. Discuss roots and prefix to determine specific vocabulary in research document:  poly, morph, vore, herb, carne, omni,

4. Discuss specific vocabulary:  diurnal, nocturnal, crepuscular, preen, molt, migrate, conspecific, precocial, attrical 

         5.  Review how to assess validity of information on Internet

3. Work through related, contextual examples

· Review examples of National Zoo requirements for exhibit document information

· Review examples of prior student research reports:  samples should be good and bad 

4. Work through traditional language examples

1. Review rules for determination of verb usage and tenses

2. Review procedures and notations used in editing written information

3. Discuss the value of reading textual information aloud to assess sentence structure, word usage and correct punctuation

4. Discuss how to summarize and eliminate redundancy 

5. Select sections of the assignment are analyzed and the above criteria applied.  Information is projected from the computer to allow for full class participation.

5. Students demonstrate understanding

1. Complete the research questions document with accurate data and information for each document question

2. All information correctly cited

3. Information is organized and appropriate to the particular question

4. Students, in groups of 2-3, will correctly edit their documents according the established criteria

5. Class collectively combines information, with editing corrections into a master document.

6. Formal assessment 

This has two components

     peer editing – this section has a rubric

1. Information summarized and organized

2. Sentence structure, verb tense and usage are correct

3. Punctuation and spelling are correct

Facts and ideas are clearly stated

· Logical relationship among ideas / facts

· Facts and ideas are presented in an organized, logical manner

Editing

· Add or delete words or phrases as needed

· Revise for word choice

· Reorganize sentences within paragraphs
