Integration PTE Component
Objectives: 
Students will understand the elements of a technical proposal paper

Student will be able to write a technical proposal paper

Students will present an oral presentation from a technical proposal paper
Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet

Students will use a graphic organizer to outline a speech from a technical proposal paper
1. Assess students’ reading awareness

Discuss organization of a technical paper by section and main points.
2. Work through the embedded example

· Explain that an outline of the paper can be represented in a graphic organizer.  
· Show an example of a technical paper outlined in a graphic organizer.  Discuss main points that would be in the paper if it were written from the outline.  
· Students identify main point of the paper using the graphic organizer.
3. Work through related, contextual examples
· Show students the graphic organizer they will be using to organize their paper into a speech.

· Show sections the speech required for the assignment

· Review the rubric for the oral presentation and point out sections and information required.

· Show the graphic organizer and compare to the rubric requirements
4. Work through traditional reading  examples
· Make a transparency copy of the introduction to a technical paper.  Underline and highlight key ideas from the written paper

· On a transparency copy of the graphic organizer, model writing the key words for the speech in the introduction box.  Model the information for the power point in the bottom box.

5. Students demonstrate understanding

Student use the graphic organizer to outline their speech from their technical paper
6. Formal assessment
Students orally present their speech using power point support before a panel
