Reading Strategy

Integration PTE Component

This reading strategy is applied to a portion of a larger research unit.  It involves using graphic organizers to strengthen student’s note-taking and independent data collection.  

It could be applied to any note-taking or information gathering/organization component of a PTE lesson

Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching

1. Students will be able to organize discussion and lecture information into a note format

2. Students will be able to take notes from field research information (observations, measurements) and organize the data to be used for later analysis of another component of the project

Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet

1. Note-taking 

2. Organization of learned information in a usable manner

1. Assess student’s note-taking awareness

Results will be compared from student note taking on discussion and field information before and after use of graphic organizers

2. Work through the embedded example

1. Students take field notes on discussion and observations however they would normally take notes.

2. Information recorded is compared in class discussion.

3. Discussion about how to determine what information is important and how it might be recorded

4. Emphasis on fact that notes do not have to be complete sentences

5. Demonstrate and compare several methods of note-taking, including outline format and various types of graphic organizers.


3. Work through related, contextual examples

1. Collection of field information, data, is an individual process; so styles will vary.  However, whatever process is used must provide enough information to recall the discussion or event.

2. Field note and data collection must provide information that can be interpreted and deciphered to be used to compile a report or produce a document or project at a later time.

4. Work through traditional note-taking examples

1. Demonstrate note-taking using an outline format on specific discussion or observation information

2. As a class work through how the same information might be applied to a variety of graphic organizers.

3. Students select the graphic organizer format that works best for them

5. Students demonstrate understanding

1. Students will review individual information recorded from first attempt to collect field information

2. Students will compare information collected during the second field notes session with information collected during the first session

3. Students will be able to evaluate the difference in competency and information acquired.

6. Formal assessment

   Student self analysis and evaluation on usefulness of information acquired between the two field note activities.

*Next step would be small group analysis as to why a student selected a particular graphic organizer – why it worked, how they used it.
